Bernard Keenan, Dean of External Programs at Granite State College presented to the Board an over view of the certification program being given to employees of several school districts in order to prepare them to work as speech-language assistants.  Mr. Keenan is asking the Board to allow the 15 participants of this certification program to become licensed as speech-language assistants based on this certification plus their personal degrees in other areas.  The Board voted with a motion from Dianne Roosen and seconded by Linda Hanrahan to deny the request because the rules are clear and not open to interpretation.  Spe 603-01(a)(1) states "The board shall issue an initial certification as a speech-language assistant to an individual who holds a 2-year associate's degree or a higher degree in speech-language pathology, communication sciences and disorders or communication disorders, awarded by an educational program accredited by….."

The Board reviewed Spe 403 and voted with a motion from Dianne Roosen and seconded by Linda Hanrahan to begin the rule making process using the rules as amended.

The Board noted that Laura A. Darling, SLP has been nominated to replace Dianne Roosen as an SLP Board member.

The Board reviewed a letter from the American Speech-Language Hearing Association regarding "Model Telepractice Regulatory Language".

The Board reviewed a letter from Holly P.F. Goodell, SLP asking the question "can a speech pathologist evaluate a patient without a physician's order?"  The Board voted with a motion from Linda Hanrahan and seconded by Dianne Roosen to send Ms. Goodell a letter directing her to RSA 326-F:1, II which lists all the duties attributed to the practice of speech-language pathology.  The Board's letter will also explain that even thought the scope of practice may not require a speech-language pathologist to obtain a physician referral rules specific to a persons work setting may require the speech-language pathologist to have a physician referral.

The Board voted with a motion from Dianne Roosen and seconded by Linda Hanrahan to table this discussion on the Draft - NH State Paraeducator competencies for Working with Children and Youth with Autism Spectrum Disorders until the November meeting.

The Board presented Dianne Roosen with a Commendation from Governor John H. Lynch and a Citation of Meritorious Service from the Allied Health Board of Directors.  Dianne Roosen has been a dedicated Board member for the past 6 years.  The commitment of Dianne B.
