1.
Law Change:
a. The Board reviewed a law change being proposed by Jean Barnes.  This change, if passed, would set a limit of $5,000.00 for the reimbursement of costs associated with disciplinary actions by individuals who are found to be in violation of a Board’s rules and/or laws.  The Board voted on a motion from Jillian Ozmore, GC with a second by Renee Kleszczynski, AT to have their Administrator further research this proposal.

Budget:


a.
The Board reviewed the Budget Packet submitted to the Governor by their Administrator for FY 16 and 17.  The Board did not voice any objections to the Budget as presented.
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b. The Board reviewed the e-mail sent to all agency heads and budget managers.  The e-mail provided budget instructions for a FY 2016 – 2017 planning document that limits their FY 2016 request to 100% of their FY 2015 adjusted/authorized budget and their FY 2017 request to 103% of the FY 2015 adjusted/authorized budget.  The Board’s Administrator presented rational showing why that number is not attainable because it would be based on a misrepresentation of the actual costs the Board incurred.  The Board voted on a motion from Jillian Ozmore, GC with a second by Wendy Guillette, OT to have their Administrator move forward with the planning document based on the information provided.
c. The Board reviewed a request from Linda M. Hodgdon to have all Administrative Staff and Budget Managers attend the budget hearings scheduled for Board’s and Commissions on November 17, 2014.  The Board further reviewed the testimony prepared by their Administrator.  The Board voted on a motion from Rebecca Taylor, RT with a second by Maureen Heckman, SLP to accept the testimony as presented.

The Board was provided with the Memorandum of Understanding signed by Board Chair on 7-28-14 and by the Attorney General on 8-18-14.  This document was informational.

The Board reviewed information provided by Jean Barnes describing why she need to have the Board grant her Power of Attorney in addition the their Administrator and Executive Secretary.  The Board provided their Administrator with a list of items they wanted Jean Barnes to present at their next Board meeting.

The Board reviewed the Annual Report to be submitted to Governor and Counsel.  The Board voted on a motion from Jillian Ozmore, GC with a second by Maureen Heckman, SLP to accept the report as amended.

The President of the Board of Directors signed the form authorizing their Administrator to have the authority to make changes to the Telecommunications system.

The Board reviewed a memo from Jean Barnes describing the Board meeting room unwritten policy with regards to booking those rooms and alleged issues as a result of scheduling.  The Board voted on a motion from Jillian Ozmore with a second by Maureen Heckman to respond to Ms. Barnes memo stating that the Board will continue to book rooms and if conflicts arise where an emergency meeting must be held to contact the Board’s Administrator to relocate the Allied Health Board affected.
