Startup Funding Applications

Safe Routes to School (SRTS) Evaluation Criteria 

Schools and communities in the preliminary phases of SRTS planning and organizing may apply for funding by submitting a description of proposed activities as well as a budget for expenses associated with start-up. Eligible activities include, but are not limited to, conducting surveys, preparing a travel plan, and initial education, encouragement and enforcement activities. Funds may also be used for preliminary planning of infrastructure projects. Startup awards are limited to amounts less than $5,000. (Localities may apply for larger amounts by filling out the application for a travel plan grant or for a general grant. General grant applications are accepted only during designated application periods.) Startup applications shall be evaluated based on the:

a. Broad representation from the schools, municipality, parents, students, and community organizations on the task force.
b. Clearly stated objective of the planning effort.

c. Education, encouragement and enforcement proposals.

d. Quality of budget.

Eligibility: Both public and non-public schools are eligible to participate. Application may be filed by schools and/or municipalities.
Geographical Distribution: In selecting projects for funding, the Statewide Advisory Committee shall give consideration to distributing awards as widely as possible to all regions of New Hampshire.
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
