ORDER

The petitioner, Timothy Trimbur d/b/a/ TrimburForestry, seeks a declaratory judgment
holding that Mr. Trimbur’s use of the name TrimburForestry does not violate the provisions of
RSA chapter 310-A (2005 & Supp. 2007). The respondent, the State of New Hampshire Board
of Forestry (the “Board”), objects. The parties agreed to cancel their bench trial scheduled for
October 24, 2007 and instead, proceed on memoranda of law.

The parties do not dispute the following facts. Mr. Trimbur is the sole owner of Trimbur-
Forestry, and he has conducted business under that name since approximately 1989. Trimbur-
Forestry is a logging and land clearing business. As part of his business, however, Mr. Trimbur
also engages in silviculture, which is the practice of controlling forest regeneration, composition,
growth, and quality. Mr. Trimbur is not a licensed forester, nor does he employ any licensed for-
esters.

By letter dated March 28, 2006, the Board informed Mr. Trimbur that “[i]t is unlawful to
convey the impression that you are a licensed [f]orester or to offer forestry services without a
license in the State of New Hampshire.” The Board instructed Mr. Trimbur to discontinue con-

veying the impression that he 1s a licensed forester by using the word “forestry” in his company
