Chapter 600 deals with enforcement policy, ie how violations are referred to the commission for action under Liq 200, and penalties assessed.

Summary of the effect upon the state if the rule were not adopted:  The commission would not be in compliance with RSA541-A, as their procedural policies will lapse with the expiration of Liq 201 -206 and most of Chapter 600.  This is especially critical when holding administrative hearings for licensing issues and on licensee violations, which could result in delays in licensing and dismissal of cases or delay in enforcing the state statutes to the detriment of the public and liquor licensees.
