How to Apply

Your Roster application should be produced on a computer typed in 12-point font, or neatly handwritten. The application process includes 1) basic cover form; 2) four page narrative with work sample and appropriate attachments; 3) disclosure form; and 4) if selected as a finalist, an in-person interview with the review committee.

Evaluation Criteria

*Artist actively devotes a major portion of his or her time to an artistic discipline.

*Evidence of artistic excellence.

*Evidence of exceptional communication and teaching skills.

*Experience and ability to work in educational and community-based settings.

*Innovative and motivating ideas for residency plans and methods to implement them. 

*Commitment to professional development
