Theme: Discover New Hampshire Arts

New Hampshire is bursting with arts activities and hidden art treasures. They can be found in museums, in theatres, in dance studios, in music schools and even city halls and farms. Everyone has favorite places to go to enjoy the arts. The NH State Council on the Arts wants to know what some of your students’ favorite places are and what kind of art they see or do there.  Then it would like you to invite students, working individually, to make a picture that suggests favorite art activities, things, or places in New Hampshire. One of these student-created artworks will be featured in a professionally designed poster, 18” by 24”, to celebrate the State Arts Council’s 40th anniversary. 

Submission Deadline

Awards – Cash Prizes are sponsored by ChicagoSoft of Hanover, NH
Grand Prize: Poster Design Winner 

· The winning design will earn the grand prize of $5,000 for the student’s school to use for an art activity (field trip, artist residency), purchase of art supplies, musical instruments, equipment, or other related arts needs that will improve arts learning.

· The individual artist will earn a grand prize of $200 and a certificate for the winning design. 
First Prizes: Grade Level Winning Designs

· One artwork from each grade level-- 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th --will be selected for 4, 

1st prizes. 

· Each individual artist will earn a prize of $100 and a certificate. 

· Each student’s school will receive $500 to invest in arts learning needs. 

· If the winning artists come from the same school, the school will receive $500 multiplied by the number of winning student artists it sponsors.

Participation Prizes: Sponsoring Schools

Each school that participates will receive a poster and a compact disc featuring traditional music by New Hampshire artists for its library.

Eligibility

The 40th Anniversary poster design contest is open to any 1st through 4th grade student who currently attends school in New Hampshire. 

Individual student artists must be sponsored by the schools they are currently attending. Home-schooled students may affiliate with a sponsoring school. Each school may submit up to 3 entries (preferably from different grade levels) for the poster judging. Students whose artworks are submitted must have parental/guardian permission to participate in the contest. (See Art Release Form.)

The only individuals who are not eligible to participate in this contest are those who are actively involved in the organization and operation of this art contest, as well as their immediate family members.

Submission Requirements

Artwork*

· Do not submit original artworks.* The original artworks must be duplicated for submission. Schools must submit good quality color slides, digital images or prints of the finished artwork.

· Submitted works must be created by students in 1st through 4th grade, who are currently attending school in New Hampshire.

· Students should create an original two-dimensional artwork that captures the theme in any colorful medium (e.g., watercolor, acrylic, crayon, pastel, glazed clay tile, or mixed media).

· The artwork can range from 1-color to full color.

· There should not be any words on the art work, aside from the student’s signature.

*Sponsoring schools should save the original artworks for future exhibition or reproduction opportunities in the fall of 2005. After that, they may be returned to the students. 

Student Artist Statement

As part of the submission process, please include a brief statement (between 25-50 words) by the student artist that is typewritten or a computer printed text describing what their design represents or seeks to convey. Handwritten entries will not be accepted for judging.

School Statement

Each school submitting student works must include a one-page statement of how the cash prize will be used to improve arts learning in the school.

Submission Information

· Each school may submit up to 3 entries (ideally representing at least 2 age groups).

· Each entry must be submitted as a separate, complete application packet, made up of the following:

· A completed entry form (see below); (May be submitted by e-mail.)

· A good quality color slide, digital image or print of the original artwork with label attached identifying student’s name, grade, school;

· A written statement by the student artist; (May be submitted by e-mail)

· A written statement by the school; (May be submitted by e-mail.)

· A signed Art Release form (see below). (Must be hand-delivered or mailed, complete with original signature.)

Judging

· A 5-member panel will judge each entry in July. The grand prize winning design, as well as 1st place awards, will be selected based on the following criteria:

· How well the design communicates the theme (50 points)

· Artistic quality (50 points)

The selection of the winning designs remains the sole determination of the judges. All decisions are final. 

Announcement of Awards

· Notices will be sent to the winners by August 15th.

· The finished poster will be unveiled in the fall of 2005. All award winners will be recognized at the unveiling.
