Request for Proposals for Art / Craft Work

NH Technical Institute, Dental Lab, Concord Campus

Postmark Deadline for Submissions: Friday, July 22, 2005

Building Description

The New Hampshire Technical Institute opened its doors in September of 1965 as New Hampshire’s largest residential community college and has evolved into an institution that offers technical education and a broad array of academic, community service, and social/cultural opportunities. The New Dental Lab Building and houses the Allied Dental Education Program classrooms, clinical labs and faculty offices.

Design Themes

The New Hampshire State Council on the Arts seeks proposals for commissioned and existing art/craft works from professional New Hampshire artists for permanent installation at the NHTI Dental Lab. The Art Selection and Site Advisory Committees are seeking, but not limited to, paintings, crafts, quilts, weavings, stained glass, low relief sculpture, prints, drawings, photographs. Keeping in mind that the audience for this work will include a mix of students, faculty/staff and general public visiting for dental work. The Committees desire artwork that conveys themes of:

· Positive Human Relations and Interaction

· Inspiration

· Calm

· Engagement

Design Considerations
Particular attention will be directed to meeting the security and functional requirements in a building serving a diverse group of visitors, students and staff. Secure framing and base systems are needed to secure art / craft work. Although special consideration will be made to existing artworks, some space is suitable for site-specific, commissioned artworks.

Maintenance

Due to the nature of this public facility, all work must be durable and low-maintenance. All work should be sturdy and easy to maintain and pose no hazard to the public. 

Suggested Locations for Artwork

The hallways, waiting areas, dental lab and some conference rooms provide the greatest opportunity for art / craft work.  With the building design’s efficient use of space, available wall space and natural light are limited with numerous doorways and turns in the foyers/hallways. Available wall space ranges from approximately 20 feet wide by 10 feet high; and from 10 feet wide to 10 feet high. A site visit is recommended.

On-site Informational Meeting

An on-site informational meeting will be held on Monday, June 6 at 1:00pm at the NH Technical Institute’s Dental Lab (see directions at www.nhti.edu). This question-and-answer session will include a presentation and tour of the facility by a Site Advisory Committee Member and Julie Mento, Artist Services Coordinator at the NH State Council on the Arts. Members of the Art Selection Committee will also be in attendance.

Project Architect

The Project Architect is Howe Construction.  Commissioned artists are expected to work with various committees that include the Project Architect, the New Hampshire Department of Transportation’s Project Manager, and members of the Site Advisory and Art Selection Committees to determine the final plan. During the planning phase, all questions and requests for information should be addresses in writing / email to the Artist Services Coordinator at the New Hampshire State Council on the Arts  (see contact information).
Budget – up to $6,500

The total budget of up to $6,500 is for all artwork to be incorporated in the project for all spaces.  Artist proposed budget calculations could include, but is not limited to: expenses for materials; artist(s) fees; studio rental; electricity; telephone; travel costs; a small contingency percentage; installation costs; liability insurance while installing art- work on-site; and insurance while work is under construction and during transportation and delivery.

Selection Committees

The Art Selection Committee (a committee of arts professionals) works closely with the Site Advisory Committee (a committee consisting of staff from the facility) to understand the nature of the project, identify desirable spaces for art, and to select artwork.

To Apply / Enter
Artists must submit the following materials:

· Two-dimensional graphic representation of preliminary site-specific proposal(s). (See Visual Proposals for Commissions)

· Up to 10 slides of existing work (use the Slide Identification Sheet)
· Estimated budget

· Resume

· Exhibition catalogues / news articles , if applicable

· Brief Artist Statement (not to exceed one page) explaining the artist’s concept. 

Semi-finalists and finalists may be requested to refine their proposals or present their plans to the committees. The committees reserve the right to make a decision that is in the best interest of the project and to adjust the process as needed.

Visual Proposals for Commissions

Artists are requested to present a graphic representation of the proposed work on illustration board (minimum size 9” x 12”; maximum size 18” x 24”) If drawing paper is used, it must be mounted on foam core. Any two-dimensional medium is allowed. The Council honors copyright and artists rights to their own design.

Design Fees

No design fees will be paid for preliminary sketches or designs.

Return of Proposals

Proposals submitted with a self-addressed and stamped return envelope will be returned to artists immediately following the committees’ decision. Proposals without return envelopes will be retained at the New Hampshire State Council on the Arts offices for 30 days after the selections have been made. The Council will not be responsible for materials left after 30 days after the selections.
