ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS: Teachers (full and part-time) who work in NH public schools 
GOALS: To provide a quality professional development experience for teachers; to provide an artistic and educational opportunity to expand and enrich the NH arts education community; to allow teachers who have not previously attended the conference -- or have not attended for the past 3 years -- to benefit from the inspiration and opportunities offered by the conference.
SELECTION CRITERIA: Applicant’s background and interest in professional development in arts education and arts integration. 

BENEFIT: The recipient will receive an award that covers 50% of conference registration. Scholarship recipients must be able to cover the cost of any travel and lodging and commit to attending the full conference (October 19 and 20, 2012) 
PROCESS – This is a two-part process:
1.
