Artist Entrepreneurial Grants - matching grants for professional New Hampshire artists, at any point in their careers, to advance their careers through professional development opportunities, such as mentoring of emerging artists by established artists, attendance at workshops/conferences/artist colonies that will increase their capacity as small businesses. Next quarterly deadline is October 1, 2007.

Mini Grants – matching grants for a variety of small public projects and activities, consultancies, and professional development for arts and educational administrators. Next quarterly deadline is October 1, 2007.
