BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING

The following members were present:  Chairman Mark H. Tay, Esquire, Peter Graves, Judy Williams, Representatives Rose Marie Rogers and Carol Friedrich, and Glenn Ritter.  Board members that were absent included: Juanita Martin, Lois Parris, and Robert Hunt, Esquire.

Also present were:  Thomas Maniscalco, Complainant, Attorney Mark Beaudoin appearing for the Respondent, Suzanne Beauchesne, Clerk of the Board, and Kim Ware, NH Joint Board.  

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:12 p.m.  Motion was made by Rose Marie Rogers, seconded by Judy Williams, and unanimously passed to accept the minutes of the October 28, 2013 meeting.
Motion for Rehearing:

Docket No. 13-04:  Thomas Maniscalco v. Labonville Trailor Park.
The Board heard argument and accepted exhibits on a request for rehearing filed by Complainant, Thomas Maniscalco.  The Board also accepted argument from Attorney Beaudoin on behalf of the Respondent.  The Board heard arguments from Mr. Maniscalco for over one hour and concluded that the Complainant failed to present new evidence for the Board’s consideration as to why its decision is unlawful, unjust or unreasonable, or illegal in respect to jurisdiction, authority or observance of the law, an abuse of discretion or arbitrary, unreasonable, or capricious.  The Board, therefore, unanimously declined to modify its October 28, 2013 decision.  Chairman Tay to draft the Board’s ruling.
New Complaints Received:

Docket No. 14-01:  Kenneth and Katrina Taylor v. Lilac Community LP.
The Complainant states that Respondent is requiring the disposal of personal property – a swing set and playground equipment – that Complainant had prior permission to keep from the former park owner and the former manager of the new park owner.  Complainant contends that this is in violation of RSA 205-A:2 VIII (d).  The Board agreed to schedule the matter for a hearing at its next meeting scheduled on April 4, 2014. 

Docket No. 14-02:  Gail and Kenneth Mortz v. Claude C Rancourt, Rancourt Estates IV Park. 
The Complainants requested a waiver of the complaint filing fee.  They submitted satisfactory evidence in support of their request, and the Board agreed the fee would cause the Complainants an unfair financial burden.  Hence, the Board ruled to GRANT their request for a waiver of the filing fee.

The Complainant states that their park owner, Claude Rancourt, is in violation of RSA-A:2 because he refuses to arrange removal of a number of trees that are hazardous and he has raised the rent without specifying the reason.  After careful review of the complaint, park rules, and all supporting material, the Board unanimously concluded that the claim is not within its jurisdiction and dismissed the case.  Chairman Tay to draft response.
Other Business:
It was noted that Juanita Martin’s current term ends on 6/24/14.  Beauchesne to follow-up with Board Member Martin.
