BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING 

Monday, January 27, 2003

Chairman Kenneth R. Nielsen called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

The following members were present:  Sherrie Keith, Linda J. Rogers, Florence E. Quast, Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Rep. Robert J. Letourneau, Rep. David H. Russell, Stephen J.  Baker, Tom Salatiello and Judy Williams.  Also present for the Board were Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk, and Connie Stratton, Esq., the Attorney General’s legal counsel to the Board.

Full tape-recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Motion was made by Judy Williams and seconded by Florence Quast to accept the Minutes of the December 2, 2002 Board meeting.  All in favor.

Appointment of Thomas Salatiello as a Public Member serving the remainder of George Maskiell’s  term which expires October 7, 2003.

Appointment of Rep. David H. Russell and reappointment of Rep. Letourneau by the Speaker of the NH House of Representatives for the next legislative session (two years).

Mileage expense reimbursement decreased from 36.5 cents to 36 cents per mile effective 1/1/03.

The Clerk spoke about the February 7 and 14, 2003 Judicial Training Program for State Agencies put on by the Attorney General’s Office.  There was no response from the Board members to attend this training program.  The AG’s office is taking names to be placed on a wait list for the Spring conference.  160 seats are available.

Complaint Hearing:  
005-02:  Jan Hervey v. Tinamarie Smith, Portsmouth Mobile Homes, Inc., d/b/a Hillcrest Estates  Letter dated January 23, 2003 was received from Atty. Philip Desfosses informing the Board that he has been subpoenaed for a motion hearing in Strafford County Superior Court, and is requesting a Motion for Continuance.  Ms. Hervey  and her representative Barry Krasnow do not want a continuance due to the hardship of selling her home.  She can’t sell her home, she has two homes along with two mortgages, plus utilities.  Believes owner, who owns Burlington Homes, is forcing her to sell to him in order to place a double-wide home on this desirable lot.  The home is vacant now, and her insurance runs out at the end of January if no one is living there. She has multiple illnesses and disabilities.  The Chairman stated that in order to have a hearing need both parties present.  Sales season is very slow until Spring.  Hearing scheduled for March 10, 2003, and no further continuations will be granted.

006-02:  Kelly Corbelle v. Tinamarie Smith, Portsmouth Mobile Homes, Inc., d/b/a Hillcrest Estates.   Parties are working on a settlement.  A hearing will be scheduled for March 10, 2003, unless a settlement has been reached.
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Approval of Draft Order:  

004-02:  Brian W. McAdams v. Wagon Wheel Tenants Cooperative, Inc.   (Draft decision prepared by Rep. Warren Henderson.)  Connie Stratton, AG Legal Counsel to the Board raised several issues concerning the statute of limitations (3 years).  Suggests the Board look at the statute of limitations and do a further analysis.  Chairman Nielsen will make the necessary adjustments and submit the decision to the Clerk.  It is noted that Board Member Florence Quast recussed herself from the initial hearing on December 2, 2002.
