BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING

Friday, January 16, 2004

Chairman Nielsen called the meeting to order at 1:02 p.m.

The following members were present:  Rep. Robert Letourneau, Judy Williams, Florence Quast Linda Rogers, George Twigg, III, and Atty. Kenneth Nielsen.  Absent were Sherrie Dumont, Steve Baker and Rep. Dave Russell.  Also present for the Board was Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes of the December 8, 2003 Board Meeting.

004-03: Regina Snuffer v. Sherryland.  The Board has received notice from the Belknap County Superior Court that the Respondent, Sherryland, has appealed the Board’s decision.  Also in the matter of Sherryland, Inc.v.  Board of Manufactured Housing, Judge McGuire ruled that the Motion to Dismiss be granted and the Motion to Recuse or Disqualify be denied.

Administrative Rules:  Rep. Letourneau made the motion to adopt the Board’s Interim rules.  Motion was seconded by Linda Rogers.  Motion passed 6-0 all in favor.

The Board will meet on Friday, February 20, 2004, and Monday, March 29, 2004 to continue the rule process and address the handwritten comments by the Administrative Rules office.  Some of the comments are minor while some will require discussion.  The Interim Rules are effective for 120 days from January 17, 2004.

The Judicial Training Program for State Agencies to be conducted by the Attorney General will be held on Monday, April 12, 2004.  There are 160 seats available for this session.  The Clerk will enroll Board members.  Those wanting to attend are Rep. Letourneau, George Twigg, Judy Williams and Florence Quast, along with Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk.

HB 1324, authorizing the position of clerk of the board of manufactured housing hearing is scheduled for Wednesday, January 28, 2004 at 11:00 a.m. in the House Executive Departments and Administration committee in room 100 of the State House.  

A public hearing on SB 348, relative to prohibited practices of owners or operators of manufactured housing parks was heard in the Senate Public Affairs committee on Wednesday, January 14, 2004.  Rep. Letourneau, a cosponsor, reported on this hearing.  The Board Clerk will track this bill through the legislative process.  

The next Board meetings are scheduled for February 20th and March 29, 2004.
