Russell, Judy Williams, and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk of the Board.   Absent were Juanita Martin and Connie Stratton, Esq. representing the Attorney General’s Office.
Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:05 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the November 10, 2008 Board Meeting.

Introduction of New Board Member:
Rep. Larry Brown, appointed by the Speaker of the House of Representatives, replacing Rep. Anthony Simon.

Review of New Complaint:
Docket 001-09:  Barbara Crawford-Mientus v. James Grappone & Green Meadows Mobile Homes, Inc.  Complaint received January 5, 2009.  At issue is a park requirement of a 700 credit score and its reasonableness.  In attendance were Atty Dan Feltes from NH Legal Assistance on behalf of the Complainant and Atty. Chris Nicolopoulos, representing Atty. Mark Puffer on behalf of the Respondent. The Board will reserve the jurisdiction issue after hearing all evidence.  A hearing is scheduled for Friday, March 27, 2009 at 1:00 p.m.

2009 Legislation:
SB 30 – Requiring manufactured housing park owners to provide copies of the manufactured housing parks law to prospective tenants.  Sponsors:  Sen. Barnes, Jr. and Sen. Sgambati.  Public Hearing scheduled for Tuesday, January 27, 2009, 8:30 a.m. in Senate Commerce, Labor & Consumer Protection, Room 102 of the Legislative Office Building.  The Board takes no position on this bill.

HB 187-FN – Relative to manufactured housing.   This bill Revises laws regarding modular and manufactured housing and fees for building code inspections by the state fire marshal in towns that do not have a local code inspector. Provides that appeals of decisions of the state fire marshal regarding the fire code shall be heard in superior court. Provides compensation for members of the “manufactured housing board” (should have stipulated Installation Standards Board, not to be confused with the Manufactured Housing Board).   The Board takes no position on this bill.
Proposed generator law legislation by Rep. Russell Bridle.  This bill, if introduced, would require certain manufactured housing parks with water from private wells to install emergency generators.
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Mileage Reimbursement Rate Change:

Effective January 1, 2009 mileage reimbursement has been lowered from 58.5 cents to 55 cents per mile for board instate travel to and from meetings.
The next Board Meeting is scheduled for Friday, March 27, 2009, at 1:00 P.M.  The meeting adjourned at 2:05 p.m.
