Motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes of the January 16, 2004 Board Meeting.

Docket 005-03:  Arnold Grodman & Eleana Katz v. Cotton Farm Mobile Home Park, LLC.  Hearing was held on December 8, 2003, the Board’s final order was approved and will be mailed to the parties by the Clerk.

New Complaint Received:  Docket 001-04:  Belinda & Richard Gleason v. Jean Howe, Pine Knoll Village.  Hearing is scheduled for 1:00 p.m., Monday, April 5, 2004.

HB 1324, authorizing the position of clerk of the board of manufactured housing.  A hearing was held on Wednesday, January 28, 2004 at 11:00 a.m. in the House Executive Departments and Administration committee.  The committee recommendation was Ought to Pass.  The bill passed in the House session on February 5, 2004, and was referred to House Finance.  A hearing was held in House Finance on February 11, 2004, and is pending in a subcommittee.  A recommendation will be made in early March.

SB 348, relative to prohibited practices of owners or operators of manufactured housing parks.  A public hearing was heard in the Senate Public Affairs committee on Wednesday, January 14, 2004, and is ready to move to the Senate floor.  The Board Clerk will track this bill through the legislative process.
