BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING

The following members were present:  Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Peter Graves, Juanita Martin, Mark H. Tay, Esq., Florence E. Quast, George Twigg, III, Judy Williams and Rep. David H. Russell and Rep. Anthony F. Simon.  Absent was Connie Stratton, Esq. representing the Attorney General’s Office.  Also present was Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk of the Board.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The meeting was called to order by the Chairman at 1:03 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the December 4, 2006 Board Meeting.

Board Members Terms and Appointments:

Rep. Anthony F. Simon has been appointed by the Speaker of the NH House of Representatives replacing Rep. Dowd who did not seek reelection.  Also, Rep. David Russell has been reappointed to another term.  Florence Quast, representing Mobile/Mfg. Home Owners & Tenants Assoc. of NH (MOTA) informed the Board that she will not be seeking another term.  MOTA will submit names to the Governor to be considered for appointment.  Mark Tay, Peter Graves and Ken Nielsen indicated that they would be interested in remaining on the Board when their terms expire this year.

Complaint Hearing:

004-06:  Darlene Puffinburger v. Lawrence & Joseph Dupont & Elizabeth Seavey (Pine Gardens MHP).  A notice was received that the parties have settled.

006-05:  Corringham v. Pine Gardens Mfg. Homes, Inc.  On February 2, 2007, the Board granted a rehearing on the issues raised in the Belknap Superior Court matter.  A notice was received that the parties have settled.

Complaint Review:

005-06:  Alice M. Moulton v. Joe Roy Crown Properties.  The complaint was received on December 11, 2006.  Issue is the cost of tree removal from the home.  The Board discussed that the rules identify that shrubs and trees are the park owner’s property.  It was moved and seconded to schedule a hearing at the next Board meeting.

New Complaint:

001-07:  Michael J. & Paula J. DeForge v. Old Lakeshore Coop Inc.  The complaint was received January 24, 2007.  Issue:  RSA 205-A:2, II.  Complainants purchased home in November 2006.  In December 2006, the Coop denied their application for membership.  Complainants allege approval was unreasonably withheld.  The Board requested a copy of the deed along with more information regarding the residency issue.  The Board will review the complaint at the next meeting to determine its jurisdiction in the case.

Approval of Draft Orders:

003-06:  Tim Wirasnik & Annette Marotta v. Windy Acres Cooperative, Inc.  The Board approved the draft decision and the order will be sent to the parties.

2007 Legislation:

HB 232:  prohibiting retaliatory rent increases in manufactured housing parks.  Sponsors:  Reps. David H. Russell, Alida I. Millham, Pilliod and Donald H. Flanders.  A Public Hearing was held on January 31, 2007 in the House Commerce Committee.  

SB 218:  relative to notice of sale requirements for manufactured housing parks.  Sponsor:  Sen. Martha Fuller Clark.  

Board Mileage Rate:

The Board mileage reimbursement rate increased from 44.5 cents per mile to 48.5 cents per mile effective January 1, 2007.
