The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:02 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the January 28, 2008 Board Meeting.

Complaints Settled/Withdrawn:

003-07, Beverly A. & Richard J. Dion v. Windy Acres Cooperative, Inc.  A settlement agreement has been reached  between the parties, and the agreement was approved.

001-08, Irene Lemieux v. Ackerman’s Retirement Park (Robert & Barbara George).  Complaint withdrawn by Complainant

Other Complaints Received (Pending): 

002-08, Susan Van Hoewyk v. North Country Village Coop. Inc.  Issue: Unreasonable limitations applied to selling home.  Park Rules – RSA 205-A:2.  Complaint received February 25, 2008.  Response received March 11, 2008.  The Board agreed to hold a hearing on the merits and the Answer and Motion to Dismiss of Respondent.  If the Board finds that the complaint is within its jurisdiction then a hearing on the merits will be held.  All parties should be present and prepared to go forward.

Approval of Board Ruling:

004-07,  Richard F. Williams v. Fieldstone Village Coop.  The Board concluded that the claim is without merit, dismissed the same and issued the ruling in accordance with RSA 205-A: 27 IV (a).

Motion for Reconsideration:  

002-07, Robert Brooks v. Camp Sargent Road Cooperative Inc.  Board Member Robert Hunt recused himself from the hearing due to a conflict of interest. The Board agreed to address the issue of jurisdiction and the Complainant has the burden of proof and needs to be present on May 12, 2008. 

Other Business:

Wynn Arnold, former Attorney General counsel to the Board passed away on January 28, 2008 after a struggle with acute lymphobastic leukemia.  In lieu of flowers a memorial donation was made to the Dana Farber Cancer Institute of Boston.  It should be noted for the record that the $50.00 memorial donation was not taken out of the Board’s budget, therefore, anyone who wishes to contribute at this time may do so by contacting the Clerk.
