Chairman Kenneth Nielsen called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

The following members were present: Judy Williams, Tom Salatiello, Florence Quast and Atty. Kenneth Nielsen.  Absent were Rep. David Russell, Rep. Bob Letourneau, Steve Baker, Linda Rogers and Sherri Keith, and Connie Stratton from the AG’s office.  Also present for the Board was Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk.  Due to the board not having a 5 member quorum, RSA 205-A:26, II which states: “If the board does not have a quorum, the governor shall appoint an additional public member to hear the particular matter pending before the board.”  George Twigg, III was appointed as a public member by the governor for the purpose of fulfilling a quorum to hear the case before the board on April 28, 2003.

Other persons and parties in attendance included Finnah M. Clemens, William G. Clemens, Sr., Kay Oppenheimer, Esq., Donald F. Whittum, Esq. And Brian Jackson.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes of the March 10, 2003 Board Meeting.  
Complaint Hearing:  
001-03:  Finnah M. Clemens & William G. Clemens, Sr. v. Donald Toy (Barrington Estates).  Attorney Oppenheimer, representing the Complainants, Mr. & Mrs. Clemens, swore in Finnah M. Clemens and passed out photos and pleadings.  The Clemens moved from their property in November 2002 to Ohio.  The property has been vacant since November, and was told by Mr. Toy, the owner of Barrington Estates that they home had to be removed.  The Clemens purchased the property Aug. 4, 1990 from Respondent, Toy’s Manufactured Housing Inc. for $32,000.  Respondent offered to discount home $5,000 from original price of $37,000 if the Clemens made certain repairs to home.  In November, 2002, Doreen Miller, real estate agent who works for Mr. Toy valued the home at $39,000, and only looked at the interior of the home. Issues are:   1)  Respondent has required complainants’ manufactured housing, which is safe, sanitary and in conformance with aesthetic standards, to be removed from the park at the time of sale in violation of RSA 205-A: III.   2)  Respondent has required the complainants to remove an antenna from the roof which they were given permission to install when the mobile home was purchased from Toy’s Manufactured Housing, Inc. which has been on the home for more than 10 years, and through numerous park inspections in violation of RSA 205-A:2 VIII (d).

Rebutting statements by the Park:  1). Vinyl  siding must be replaced with skirting and to include the entire deck area.  2) Deck must be brought to town of Barrington building code requirements to include hand railings.  3)  Lot must be cleared of debris and trash.  4) Steel shed must be removed from the lot.  

5)  Siding is rotted on the lower portion of the home and must be re-sheathed and resided with vinyl siding as holes are visible in the sidewalls.   6) Floors on the interior of the home are buckled.  7) Ceilings in the home are in deplorable condition.  8)  The original 1978 roof is leaking, shingles are buckling and must be reshingled.  9)  Mildew throughout the home.  10) Home is unoccupied and power was disconnected and left without protection from freezing.  Park owner had to disconnect the water line from the park supply and insulate the water box to prevent damage to the park water lines.  11)  Under flooring is falling down as is insulation beneath the floors of the unit.  12)  TV antenna detracts from the general aesthetics of the park.  

The Clemens are asking $25,000 for the home.  Received 6 calls in Ohio.  Has an interested buyer.  Paying for cost of maintaining 2 homes for 6 months which amount of $8,452.00.  Tried to resolve the issues – fix railing and clear the lot, remove antenna and shed and fix skirting.

Atty. Donald Whittum, representing the Respondent, swore in Brian Jackson, foreman for the park owner for 25 years, oversees the ground works. Presented photos of the property’s exterior and underneath the home taken in February, 2003.  Says home is not habitable and property does not conform to standards.  

Deliberations:  Issues:  The park owner should not go into the interior of the home – not proper.  The outside is a different matter.  Is unit unsafe, unsanitary and does it fail to meet aesthetic standards?  1)  Siding:  Should be worked on – exterior is important to conform with park, good condition/repair.  Replace those areas of T-1-11 to match.  2) Deck – construction of deck is of concern.  Remove or bring up to code.  3)  Lot cleaning:  Small pick-up truck load.  4)  Shed:  Park owner moved shed in, unreasonable to require the tenant to remove it.  5)  Floors and ceiling:  Interior of the home.  6)   Roof – between the buyer and seller, park owner not liable.  7) Mildew:  same as above – disclosures.  8)  Under flooring falling down – disclosure.  9)  Antenna:  Ham radio – remove.  Special permission to put it up – special exception.  Also safety factor.  Remaining issue:  Quality of workmanship – not the greatest, ceiling, skirting, deck etc.  Question of code enforcement.  Judy Williams will draft decision.

Approval of draft order – 004-02:  Brian W. McAdams v. Wagon Wheel Tenants Cooperative, Inc.  Order approved with minor change that board member Florence Quast recussed herself from hearing.  Will present order at June meeting when there is a quorum.

005-02:  Jan Hervey v. Tinamarie Smith, Portsmouth Mobile Homes, Inc., d/b/a Hillcrest Estates – parties settled April 1, 2003.
