Approval of Draft Order:

005-06:  Alice M. Moulton v. Joe Roy Crown Properties.  Motion was made by Board Member George Twigg and seconded by Board Member Juanita Martin to approve the draft order.  The Board voted to approve the order.

Settlement:

003-06:  Tim Wirasnik & Annette Marotta v. Windy Acres Cooperative, Inc.  A settlement between the parties was reached on March 21, 2007.

2007 Legislation:

HB 232:  prohibiting retaliatory rent increases in manufactured housing parks.  Sponsors:  Reps. Russell, Millham, Pilliod and Flanders.  A Public Hearing was held on January 31, 2007 in the House Commerce Committee.  Subcommittee Work sessions, March 6, 2007 and March 20, 2007. Executive Session March 20, 2007.  A public hearing in the Senate will be held on May 15, 2007.

SB 218:  relative to notice of sale requirements for manufactured housing parks.  Sponsor:  Sen. Martha Fuller Clark.  Public Hearing Tuesday, March 20, 2007 in the Senate Commerce, Labor & Consumer Protection Committee.  On April 5, 2007 the Senate voted “Laid on the Table”.

The Attorney General’s 10th Annual Training Session for New Employees and Part-Time or Volunteer Board Members will be held on Friday, May 11, 2007.  Board Members Simon and Twigg will be attending.

Mark Tay, representing the NH Manufactured Housing Association has been reappointed by the Governor to another 3-year term, expiring April 24, 2010.
