After reviewing the Respondent’s Motion for Rehearing and Reconsideration and having heard arguments on May 8, 2006, the Board found no basis in the facts or arguments presented to merit reversal of the Board’s Order, and denied the Respondent’s Petition. 

New Complaint:

A complaint has been received from Frederick & Joan Gadson v. Rene LeFleur, Owner, Blueberry Hill MHP, Docket 001-06.  After reviewing the complaint and response the Board determined it did not find any issues that were within its jurisdiction.  A letter will be sent to the complainants advising them to contact their Code Enforcement Officer regarding the tree issue and the telephone company to repair, remove or bury the phone line.

Juanita Martin gave a report on the Attorney General’s 9th Annual Training Session for new employees and part time or volunteer board members which was held on Friday, April 7, 2006.  

Chairman Nielsen has received a DVD from the NH Community Loan Fund regarding park cooperatives and is available to Board members.
