BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING

Monday, May 12, 2008

The following members were present:  Mark H. Tay, Esq., Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Robert Hunt, Esq., George Twigg, III, Juanita Martin, Peter Graves, Rep. David H. Russell, Judy Williams, Rep. Anthony F. Simon, and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk of the Board.   Absent was Connie Stratton, Esq., representing the Attorney General’s Office.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:05 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the March 17, 2008 Board Meeting.

Motion for Reconsideration:  

002-07, Robert Brooks v. Camp Sargent Road Cooperative Inc.  Board Member Robert Hunt recused himself from the hearing due to a conflict of interest. The Board agreed to address the issue of jurisdiction and approved the Complainant’s Motion for Reconsideration.   The Board voted to grant the motion and has scheduled an evidentiary hearing on this matter for June 13, 2008 at 1 PM. The hearing shall be on the issue of Park Rules as they are alleged to apply to the Complainant’s lot line, and the issue of alleged duress in connection with the Complainant’s execution of the disclosure of lot boundaries prior to purchase of the manufactured housing.  With respect to other issues raised in the Complaint, the Board denied the motion.

Complaint Hearing:

002-08, Susan Van Hoewyk v. North Country Village Coop. Inc.  Issue: Unreasonable limitations applied to selling home.  Park Rules – RSA 205-A:2.  Complaint received February 25, 2008.  Mrs. Van Hoewyk wants to sell the home which she inherited from her mother with no restricted residency rules and would like to have the right to use the home before selling it.  After hearing testimony Chairman Tay called for a 5 minute recess.  The parties came to an agreement and signed a settlement agreement that the Complainant will continue to list the property for sale and may use the property in the interim.  Payment of the $50 per month non-resident fee is deferred until the property is sold.  It will be levied from Nov. 1, 2007.  The Board of Directors will stay in contact with the Complainant.

Other Business:

A discussion on cooperative oversight was held.  It was agreed there is a problem however the Board does not have jurisdiction to oversee the 88 cooperatives in New Hampshire.

The next Board Meeting is scheduled for Friday, June 13, 2008, at 1:00 P.M.
