BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING

Friday, June 18, 2004

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Nielsen at 1:06 p.m.  

The following members were present:  Juanita C. Bruillard, Florence E. Quast, Linda J. Rogers, Rep. David H. Russell, Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Mark H. Tay, Esq. and George Twigg, III.   Absent was Rep. Robert J. Letourneau.  Also present for the Board was Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes of the May 10, 2004 Board Meeting.

Complaint Hearing:  Docket 003-04:  Patricia A. Beach v. Toy’s Manufactured Housing, Inc. (Donald Toy).  Issues are:  Park owner is harassing and evicting owners of older homes in order to replace them with newer homes.  The park owner has refused to allow Ms. Beach to sell her home. Ms. Beach wants to sell her home on site, pay the remaining mortgage on the home and transfer the home to her daughter.  She has lived in the home since February 1991.  Her 24 year old daughter has lived with here during this time.  She has received violation notices and unreasonable harassment from the park owner.  A letter dated January 24, 2004 was sent by Ms. Beach to the park owner, Mr. Toy, offering him the home with her intent to sell, and or transfer the ownership to her daughter, Catherine.  No response was received from Mr. Toy.  A letter dated March 1, 2004 was sent by Attorney Whittum addressing the issue of Ms. Beach’s daughter.  Ms. Beach feels Mr. Toy is singling her out as he is replacing older homes in the park with doublewides.  There were the issues of a pop-up camper which has been removed, a small fishing boat and a motorcycle which Ms. Beach did not have written permission to keep, but does not seem to be a problem.  The parties came to an agreement and the complaint was withdrawn.  The parties agreed as follows:  1.  The park owner shall have the exclusive right for a period of 30 days to obtain a purchase of the Complainant’s unit for the sum of $10,000 less prorated real estate taxes.  2.  If the park owner fails to obtain a purchaser within 30 days the Complainant will place her unit on the market and any prospective purchaser will apply for residency in the park which shall not be unreasonably withheld.  

Rules:  A subcommittee consisting of Chairman Nielsen, Rep. Letourneau and Mark Tay met on Monday, June 14, 2004 to work on the suggestions and comments of the proposed rules from the legal counsel of the Joint Legislative Committee on Administrative Rules (JLCAR).  A further subcommittee meeting is scheduled for June 22, 2004 at 11:30 a.m. in Room 201 of the LOB.

New Complaint:  004-04:  Angela DeLuca v. Sherwood Forest Manufactured Homes, Inc.  Issues:  RSA 205-A:2 VIII (d) – Park manager demanded immediate removal of personal items from property when home was put on the market for sale.  Complaint hearing is scheduled for July 13, 2004 at 1:00 p.m.

The next Board meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, July 13, 2004 at 1:00 p.m.
