BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING

The following members were present:  Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Mark H. Tay, Esq., Robert Hunt, Esq., George Twigg, III, Judy Williams, and Rep. Anthony F. Simon and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk of the Board.   Absent were members Rep. David H. Russell, Peter Graves and Juanita Martin, along Connie Stratton, Esq. representing the Attorney General’s Office.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The meeting was called to order by the Chairman at 1:15 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the April 30, 2007 Board Meeting.

Robert Hunt, Esq. was appointed by the Governor to a 3-year term, expiring April 28, 2010, as a member of MOTA, replacing Florence Quast.

Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., representing the NH Bar Association has been reappointed to an additional 3-year term, expiring July 15, 2010.  Chairman Nielsen, who was appointed to the Board in 1995, and has served as Chairman since August 1997, informed the Board that he would be stepping down as the Board’s Chairman,  gave a recap of the Board’s activities and history over the last 12 years.  

Mark Tay, Esq., Vice Chairman, was elected as the Board’s Chairman, replacing Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq.,.

Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., was elected as the Board’s Vice Chairman.

Rep. Simon gave a report on the Attorney General’s 10th Annual Training Session for New Employees and Part-Time or Volunteer Board Members, which was held on Friday, May 11, 2007.  Rep. Simon and George Twigg attended the session.

2007 Legislation:

HB 232:  prohibiting retaliatory rent increases in manufactured housing parks.  Sponsors:  Reps. Russell, Millham, Pilliod and Flanders.  June 6, 2007 the Senate rereferred the bill to the Senate Commerce, Labor & Consumer Protection Committee.

SB 218:  relative to notice of sale requirements for manufactured housing parks.  Sponsor:  Sen. Martha Fuller Clark.  Public Hearing Tuesday, March 20, 2007 in the Senate Commerce, Labor & Consumer Protection Committee.  On April 5, 2007 the Senate voted “Laid on the Table”.

Next Board Meetings tentatively will be held on Friday, October 5, 2007.
