Motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes of the June 16, 2003 Board Meeting.  
Complaint Hearing:  
004-03:  Regina Snuffer v. Sherryland Park.  Chairman Nielsen explained that because the Board has a minimum quorum of 5 members and the decision needs 4 votes to sustain a position, the parties had the option of going forward with the hearing.  Atty. Russell asked that the matter be continued.  Ms. Snuffer agreed to continue.  The hearing is scheduled for 1:00 p.m. on Monday, September 29, 2003.

003-03:  Lisa Cartier v. Stephen Hynes, Trustee, Holiday Acres Joint Venture Trusts d/b/a Holiday Acres  MHP.  Parties reached an agreement.  

005-03:  Arnold Grodman & Elena Katz v. Cotton Farm MHP LLC.  Motion to Quash – Pending the results of a motion hearing on September 29, 2003, if needed a hearing on the merits will be held on October 20, 2003.

Approval of draft orders:

001-03:  Finnah M. Clemens & William G. Clemens, Sr. v. Donald Toy (Barrington Estates).  The Board approved the order with minor editorial changes in the decision.  

 004-02:  Brian W. McAdams v. Wagon Wheel Tenants Cooperative, Inc.  Order approved with minor change.  Order was approved by the Board and will be mailed to the parties.

007-03:  Jason Leach v. Whispering Pines MHP (Alan Simard).  Hearing scheduled for 3:15 p.m., Monday, September 29, 2003.

Other Business:
