The following members were present:  Mark H. Tay, Esq., Chairman, Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Vice Chairman, Rep. Larry Brown,(arrived later during the meeting), George Twigg, III, Juanita Martin, Rep. David H. Russell, Connie Stratton, Esq., representing the Attorney General’s Office, and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk of the Board.  Absent were Peter Graves, Lois Parris, and Judy Williams.  
Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:06 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the August 27, 2010 Board Meeting.

Complaint Hearing
Docket 001-10:  Patricia A. Golden v. Forest Park Board of Directors.  The order was approved by the board members and mailed to the parties on May 27, 2010.  June 21, 2010, received a Motion for Reconsideration from Attorney Robert Shepard, dated June 17, 2010.  Also on June 21, 2010, received an objection from Patricia A. Golden, dated June 18, 2010.  The Motion for Reconsideration was tabled until the next board meeting on August 27, 2010, when all board members will be present.  Ms. Golden received the $630.00 awarded by the board.  There is a question of law and jurisdiction at issue.  It was agreed by the Board and the parties that the hearing would be rescheduled to October 22, 2010, due to the fact that there were only 5 members present (Rep. Brown was not present as he arrived later during the meeting).
New Complaint: 

Docket 002-10:  Donna Mague v. Richard Burley, Northern Manor Trailer Park.  Complaint received on July 30, 2010.  Response was due August 13, 2010.  Mr. Burley has failed to respond to Mrs. Mague’s complaint.  Issue is water problems in the park.  Failure to provide each tenant with the name, address and phone number of a manager or agent who resides within 10 miles of the park.  (RSA 205-A:2 X (a), (b), (c).  A hearing has been scheduled for October 22, 2010.  The Board found the respondent in default, failing to file a timely answer (Man 402.07.)

Docket 003-10:  Karina Giordano v. Robert Von Hagel, Six Flags MHP. A hearing will be scheduled for October 22, 2010.

Other Business
A new statutory Legislative Committee has been established to Study Laws relating to Condominium and Homeowners’ Associations.  The next meeting is scheduled for September 21, 2010.  The Committee has asked for a member of our Board to attend and speak about the Board of Manufactured Housing.  Ken Nielsen will represent the Board at this meeting.
FY 2012-2013 Budget reductions were discussed.  The Governor has asked that all agencies operate at 95% of their FY 2011 budget.  The Board’s original 2011 budget was $21,000 and was 
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reduced by $1,710.00 in April of 2010.  We are now being asked to operate at 95% of the FY 2011 budget for FY 2012 and 2013.

The next Board Meeting is scheduled for Friday, October 22, 2010, at 1:00 p.m. Meeting adjourned at 2:17 p.m.
