The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:00 p.m. The June 13, 2014 minutes were reviewed. A motion was made and seconded, and voted unanimously to accept the minutes of the June 13, 2014 meeting. 
New Complaints Received:
Docket No. 15-01:  Sean Columbia v. Pleasant Valley Estates Co-Op, Inc.

The Complainant states Co-Op rule #16 requiring prior permission to install new decks is unreasonable and not uniformly enforced. Complainant contends this is in violation of RSA 205-A:2 XI. The Board feels that the complaint is within their jurisdiction, and agreed to schedule the matter for a hearing at its next meeting scheduled on November 14, 2014. 
Motions For Rehearing:
Docket No. 14-01: Kenneth and Katrina Taylor v. Lilac Community LP.

Motion from Attorney Routhier dated July 10, 2014 asking the Board to reconsider its decision of June 17, 2014. Attorney Routhier was not present. A letter requesting denial of the Motion For Rehearing dated September 9, 2014 from Katrina Taylor, also not present, was distributed to the Board. After careful consideration of Routhier’s  motion and Taylor’s letter, motion was made, seconded, and unanimously passed by the Board to grant a rehearing which will be held at the Board’s next meeting scheduled for November 14, 2014 at 1:00 p.m. A notice of rehearing will be sent to Attorney Routhier, Jim Mastaw, Kenneth and Katrina Taylor, and Edward Taylor.
Docket No. 14-03: Kevin and Tanya Poole v. Briar Ridge Estates.

Motions from Attorney Routhier dated July 10, 2014 to Vacate the Default Judgment and Permit the Filing Of The Answer and Motion To Dismiss, and motion dated July 11, 2014 for a Rehearing. Attorney Routhier was not present. Kevin and Tanya Poole 
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responded to the Board’s question as to who received their “good faith” letter and complaint. The Pooles replied they mailed the letter by certified mail to park manager 
Mastaw, courtesy copy to the park owner, and also provided Mastaw with the complaint form. Motion was made, seconded, and unanimously passed by the Board to deny the motions to Vacate the Default Judgment and Permit the Filing Of The Answer and Motion To Dismiss, and deny the Motion for Rehearing. Board member Hunt will write the order.
Docket No. 14-04: George and Lisa Lefebvre v. Briar Ridge Estates.
Motions from Attorney Routhier dated July 10, 2014 to Vacate the Default Judgment and Permit the Filing Of The Answer and Motion To Dismiss, and motion dated July 11, 2014 for a Rehearing. Attorney Routhier was not present. George and Lisa Lefebvre responded to the Board’s question as to who received their “good faith” letter and complaint. The Lefebvres replied they provided the letter and complaint to park manager Mastaw with a courtesy letter to park owner Hynes. Motion was made, seconded, and unanimously passed by the Board to deny the motions to Vacate the Default Judgment and Permit the Filing Of The Answer and Motion To Dismiss, and deny the Motion for Rehearing. Board member Hunt will write the order.
