BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING 

Monday, September 22, 2003

12:00 NOON

Room 201 – LOB

Chairman Kenneth Nielsen called the meeting to order at 12:15 p.m.

The following members were present: Judy Williams,  Rep. Robert Letourneau, Rep. Dave Russell, Florence Quast, Steve Baker, Sherrie Dumont, Linda Rogers and Atty. Kenneth Nielsen.  Absent was Thomas Salatiello. Also present for the Board was Connie Stratton, Esq., Board Counsel from the Attorney General’s Office and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk. 

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes of the August 22, 2003 Board Meeting and the correction to the June 16, 2003 Minutes.  The correction pertained to the Sherryland deliberation.  Change the fifth sentence:  “The rule change only applied to one person.” to read:  “The allegation is that the rule change only applies to one person while Sherryland contends that it applies to all tenants and that all tenants got notice of the proposed rule change.”

The Board’s Administrative Rules will expire in January 2004.  The Board met in a luncheon worksession for the purpose of reviewing and rewriting the rules.  A 150 day extension can be requested if needed.  

The Board reviewed Chapter Man 100 through 201.14 and made draft changes, some which include:

Man 101 DEFINITIONS OF TERMS -  add the definition of Clerk of the Board.  

Add Man 101.06 “Complainant” means the party or parties whom filed the complaint with the board.  

Change Man 102.01 Board’s Duties and Powers to Board’s Membership.  

Change Man 102.02 Board’s Operation (b) pertaining to the records of the board shall be maintained at the office of the Board of Manufactured Housing.  

Man 103.01 – Request for Information – add board’s website.  

Man 201.03 – Representation Before the Board – add:  and/or with an agent or an attorney.

Man 201.04 Written Appearance Forms (c) - Change:  The request for hearing form to: The Complaint form .   Delete (1), (2) and (d).

Cross reference statues where indicated.

Man 201.10 Form of Documents:  (5) Change “statement to “certification”.  (6) delete rest of sentence after “paragraphs”.   Delete (c) and (d)

Man 201.12 Nonconforming Documents:  (a) add the following at the end of the sentence:  “unless waived by the board for good cause shown:”

Man 201.13 Motions and Objections:  (8) change “State” to “Certify”

Man. 201.14 Submission of Complaint:  Define calendar days – change all business days to calendar days.

As a board policy the clerk will send a form letter to Respondents when a complaint is received confirming receipt of the complaint and the date the response is due.

Other Business:

Board terms will be expiring for Board Members Judy Williams and Tom Saletiello on October 7, 2003.  They have been requested to contact the Board’s Clerk if they wish to be considered for another 3 year term or not.
