BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING 

Monday, October 20, 2003

12:00 NOON

Chairman Kenneth Nielsen called the meeting to order at 12:25 p.m.

The following members were present: Rep. Robert Letourneau, Rep. Dave Russell, Florence Quast, Linda Rogers, Judy Williams, George Twigg, III, and Atty. Kenneth Nielsen.  Absent were Steve Baker, and Sherrie Dumont. Also present for the Board was Connie Stratton, Esq., Board Counsel from the Attorney General’s Office and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk. 

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The Board met in work session to continue work on the Board’s Administrative Rules which will expire  January 2004.  A 150 day extension can be requested if needed.  

At the September 22, 2003 work session the Board reviewed Chapters Man 100 through 201.14 and made draft changes.  On September 29, 2003 the Board reviewed Chapters Man 201.15 through 201.21 and made draft changes.  On October 20, 2003, the Board reviewed Chapters Man 201.22 through 402.07 and made draft changes some which include:

Motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes of the September 29, 2003 Board Meeting.
The Chairman announced the appointment by Governor Bensen of George Twigg, III to serve a 3-year term as a Public Member replacing Board Member Tom Salatiello who did not wish to serve another term, and the reappointment of Board Member Judy Williams to another 3-year term.  Both terms expire in October of 2006.

A hearing on Respondent’s Motion for Rehearing and Reconsideration dated Sept. 26, 2003, and received Sept. 29, 2003, from Atty. Routhier on behalf of his client Wagon Wheel Tenants Coop., in the matter of Brian McAdams v. Wagon Wheel Tenants Coop, Docket 004-02 was held.  The Board denied the motion as there is no new information or new issues.  Judy Williams made the motion to deny and was seconded by Linda Rogers.  Motion passed 4-0 with the following members voting:  Linda Rogers, Judy Williams, Bob Letourneau and Ken Nielsen.

Complaint Hearings:

007-03:  Jason A. Leach v. Alan Simard (Whispering Pines MHP).  Received a Joint Motion to Continue and a Motion to Amend Complaint.  Also a Motion to Amend Complaint by Mr. Leach.  Hearing is scheduled for December 8, 2003.

005-03:  Grodman/Katz v. Cotton Farm MHP LLC –The parties were asked if they would consider mediation.  Atty. Bauer indicated that his client would be happy to participate in mediation.  The Board’s Clerk will send a letter to Ms. Katz with a copy of Atty. Bauer’s letter and encourage the Complainants to participate in mediation.  The parties have until November 15, 2003 to agree to mediation on December 1, 2003.  The chairman seriously suggested that Ms. Katz consider mediation.  The complaint hearing is scheduled for December 8, 2003.  

On October 10, 2003 the Board received and Order of Notice from the Merrimack County Superior Court, Sherryland, Inc. v. NH Board of Manufactured Housing, for Declaratory Judgment and Injunctive Relief.  The hearing is scheduled for November 30, 2003 at 10:30 a.m. in Concord.

The next board meetings are scheduled for Friday, November 14, 2003 12:00 Noon work session and Monday, December 8, 2003 12:00 Noon work session and followed by complaint hearings.
