BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING

Monday, October 16, 2006

1:00 PM

Room 201 – LOB

The following members were present:  Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Juanita Martin, Mark H. Tay, Esq., Florence E. Quast, George Twigg, III, Judy Williams, Rep. David H. Russell and Rep. John P. Dowd.  Also present was Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the August 7, 2006 Board Meeting.

Complaint Hearing:

Scott White v. Friendship Cooperative, Docket 002-06.  

Issue:  RSA 205-A:2, II:  prohibits the Co-op from unreasonably denying sale of the home to Mr. White.  Cooperative’s refusal to allow the sale of the home to Mr. White because they determined he had bad credit, insufficient income and insufficient work despite multiple commitments made in the Park’s bylaws to support low-income residents, and also discriminating against Mr. White because he has children.  The Complainant, Mr. White, presently lives at 29 Friendship Dr., and is paying George Tareila, previous park owner, $830 a month while Mr. Tareila pays the park fee of $330 a month.  Mr. White lived at 40 Friendship Dr. as a tenant paying $800 a month before the park became a cooperative.  In May, Mr. White’s home at 40 Friendship was flooded with 6 inches of water and told the board that the state condemned the home.  Also the American Red Cross stated there was mold in the house and was unsanitary and unhealthy for the children.  Mr. White stated that Larry McDonald, President of the Co-op gave him permission to move into 29 Friendship Dr. because he had no place to live since the flood.  A P&S Agreement between Mr. White and Mr. Tareila was presented to the board.  Mr. Tareila was going to finance the home for a sale price of $30,000 for 6 years.  Monthly payments were to be $497.19 a month.  Mr. White’s application was denied by the Co-op due to delinquent credit obligations, bad credit, temporary or irregular income and employment.  Mr. White stated that he has always paid his rent on time.  He is not employed due to a workman’s compensation injury while working for AAA Southern New England Towing.  The Park’s Treasurer and past President of the Co-op testified that all board members were present and their decision was based on credit over a 4 year period.  The Treasurer did say that she had information regarding Mr. Tareila guarantying that he would pay the lot rent to the Co-op for the 6 years.  Mr. White’s 4 children, 2 who are disabled, were not an issue.  Mr. White did not have permission to move into 29 Friendship Dr.  Also the park had issued 5 warnings due to misconduct and there were behavior issues while Mr. White was renting the home at 40 Friendship Dr.  The home was not destroyed as Mr. White stated.  The porch was damaged and there was some water damage on the carpet.  The home is presently back in service.  Mr. White is being evicted because of behavior issues and for moving into 29 Friendship without park approval.  Mr. Tareila is being served for violating the park rules for renting his home.  The board did not hear any evidence that the Co-op acted unreasonable.

Complaint Review & Hearing:

003-06:  Tim Wirasnik & Annette Marotta v. Windy Acres Cooperative, Inc.  Issue:  White picket fence with neighbor and park violating Complainant’s 3 foot right-of-way.  The board determined that it has jurisdiction to hear the complaint.  Mr. Wirasnik spoke about their neighbor problem.  The neighbor asked if she could put up a fence and fenced in the 3 foot right-of way which caused a safety issue regarding the fence around their home.  The neighbor has a grandchild and wanted to keep the child safe from the street.  Mr. Wirasnik said he would try it to see how it goes.  Snow blowing  is a problem, along with fuel oil delivery.  The fence was erected in 2001.  All was well until 2004.  The board felt there was a lack of common sense in the park rules.  Park tenants cannot be locked in by a fence.  The park rule which is obtrusively written has allowed the board or neighbor to encroach upon this property and is improper.  The park needs to fix this rule.  A motion was made by the board regarding the 3 foot right-of-way:  Can’t encumber right-of-way; gate encumbers right-of-way; the picket needs to be adjusted accordingly as applied to this fence.  

New Complaint Received 9/18/06:

004-06:  Darlene Puffinburger v. Lawrence & Joseph Dupont & Elizabeth Seavey (Pine Gardens MHP)  Issue:  In order for the Complainant to receive the overcharge of $714.08 for sewer fees, she is required to sign a release.  RSA 205-A:2 IX.  In a letter dated Oct. 5, 2006 received Appearance and Plaintiff’s Motion to Schedule Hearing for December 2006 from Atty. Robert Hunt, representing Ms. Puffinburger.  In a letter dated Oct. 6, 2006 received Plaintiff’s Motion to Amend Complaint.  Board set hearing for Monday, December 4, 2006.

Other Business:

Effective April 3, 2006 in order to be reimbursed full cash value for highway toll payment paid in cash, it will be necessary to submit a cash receipt with your travel voucher.  Any travel voucher presented without a cash receipt will be paid at the E-Z Pass discounted rate of 30% less than the cash rate, or $0.53 cents for a $0.75 cent toll charge.

Parking Meters charges are $0.50 cents per hour
If parking in a 2 hour meter you are required to move your car after 2 hours, however, if parking in a 4 hour meter you are required to move your car at the end of 4 hours.  Several 4 hour meters can be found around the LOB.  If parking in the LOB parking lot, please park on the outside perimeter of the lot and check in with the Receptionist.   

Reappointment of Board Members:

Judy Williams and George Twigg, III, Public Members have been reappointed to another 3-year term by Gov. Lynch.

NH Statement of Financial Interests – RSA 15-A, effective on 1/1/07 is due by the 3rd Friday in January 2007.  New or reappointed Board Members  are required to file this form within 14 days of appointment.
