BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING

Friday, October 5, 2007

The following members were present:  Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Mark H. Tay, Esq., Robert Hunt, Esq., George Twigg, III, Rep. David H. Russell, Peter Graves, Judy Williams, and Rep. Anthony F. Simon and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk of the Board.   Absent was Board Member Juanita Martin, along Connie Stratton, Esq. representing the Attorney General’s Office.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:05 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the July 23, 2007 Board Meeting.

At the July 23, 2007 Board Meeting, Mark Tay, Esq., Vice Chairman, was elected as the Board’s Chairman, replacing Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., who was subsequently elected as the Board’s Vice Chairman by a vote of 6-0 with Board Members Russell, Graves and Martin absent.  Rep. Russell made motion to approve the election.  Motion passed. 

Status Report by the Clerk

The Massachusetts Attorney General’s Office contacted the Board regarding information on the operations of the NH Board of Manufactured Housing, as they are exploring options for changing their system and recommending establishing a board with powers to be modeled after the NHBMH.  

The Board’s printer is being replaced as it will cost more to repair than to purchase a new printer.  The lease for the Xerox copier is up and the Board is replacing the copier with a Konica Minolta copier for $118.00 per month vs. $174.00 per month presently charged for the Xerox copier.  

From September 1, 2006 through October 5, 2007, the Board received 227 telephone calls from tenants, park owners and other parties seeking information regarding manufactured housing issues.  Over 30 calls that were received pertained to and were referred to the NH Manufactured Housing Installation Standards Board.  Peter reported that the Administrator, Julia Brown, has been replaced by Michelle Thibeault at the State Fire Marshall’s Office.  This information will be placed on the Board’s website under “Referrals”.
