The following members were present:  Mark H. Tay, Esq., Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Peter Graves, Rep. Larry Brown, Juanita Martin, Lois Parris, George Twigg, III, Rep. David H. Russell, and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk of the Board.  Absent were Board Member Judy Williams and Connie Stratton, Esq., representing the Attorney General’s Office.   

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:05 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the July 10, 2009 Board Meeting.

Complaint Hearing:  Docket 004-09, Betty Roy and Dana Moulton v. Lamprey River Coop.  The complaint was received August 26, 2009.  The Complainants are asking permission to install extra fencing to satisfy the requirements of homeowners’ insurance.  They feel the insurance that the park pool policy would require them to have would be excessive and unnecessary.  Attorney Jon Springer representing the cooperative filed a Motion to Dismiss stating that the pool policy has yet to be adopted and has not been voted on.  The Complainant’s pool is grandfathered and the Cooperative has never asked them to remove the pool.  The Cooperative is still reviewing the fence request.  Dana Moulton requested to install a 4 foot fence on two sides of his lot and provided a diagram.  The Cooperative asked for additional information from the Complainants.  The diagram was presented to the Cooperative last week.  The Cooperative board will meet at the next scheduled meeting and all members of the Cooperative will vote.  Chairman Tay addressed the Motion to Dismiss and feels the motion addresses the policy.  The Board tabled the ruling until the next scheduled meeting in December.
New Complaint:  Docket 005-09, Martha J. Gladu v. Jean Howe, Pine Knoll Village.  Complaint was received on September 23, 2009.  The reason for the complaint was permission for the Complainant to replace entryway to home, driveway issues ongoing since 1991, along with tree roots and stump removal and dead tree branches which creates a safety problem for the home.  Chairman Tay recused himself from the hearing due to a conflict of interest.  Vice Chairman Nielsen will preside and the hearing will be scheduled in December.
Board Membership:  Judy Williams and George Twigg, Public Members whose terms expire on October 7, 2009 have submitted letters to the Governor asking to be considered for an additional 3 year term.
The next Board Meeting is scheduled for Friday, December 11, 2009, at 1:00 p.m. Meeting adjourned at 2:25 p.m.
