BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING

Thursday, November 17, 2005

The following members were present:  Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Peter J. Graves, Juanita Martin, Florence E. Quast,  Mark H. Tay, Esq., George Twigg, III, Rep. John P. Dowd, Rep. David H. Russell.  Absent were board member Judy Williams, and Connie Stratton, Attorney Generals’ Counsel to the Board.    Also present for the Board was Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the October 7, 2005 Board Meeting.

Complaint Hearing:  

Docket 005-05:  Scott Hodgdon (Power of Attorney for Jean Hodgdon) v. Donald Toy.  Complaint received September 19, 2005.  Issue:  Respondent park owner refused to let resident sell her manufactured housing or let home remain in the park if sold.  Misled by Donald Toy so he could purchase home for $1500.00.  RSA 205-A:2, II.  Jean Hodgdon purchased the 1974 Artcraft home in September of 1994 in Barrington Estates.  In 2004, the park owner/respondent, Mr. Toy, indicated that the home was too old and park rules at that time stated that Mrs. Hodgdon could not sell her home and had to be removed from the park.  The home was not in deplorable condition, and as Mrs. Hodgdon was ill with bone cancer, she wished to pass ownership to her granddaughter.  Mr. Toy refused her request and stated that the home had to be removed. Then Mr. Toy, offered Mrs. Hodgdon $1,000.00.  The home was sold to Mr. Toy for $1,500.00.  The Hodgdon’s want Mr. Toy to pay reasonable value for the home.  The 2004 real estate tax value is listed as $25,900.00, and the real estate value is listed as $32,000.00.  The home is a single wide over 10 years old, and park rules at the time said the home couldn’t stay in the park as it didn’t meet park requirements.  Mr. Hodgdon asked the Board to give his mother the value for the home.  Mr. Hodgdon obtained Power of Attorney on April 20. 2005.  The home sold to Mr. Toy on August 10, 2004.  Attorney John Ratigan, representing Mr. Toy, spoke to Mr. Hodgdon regarding Mrs. Hodgdon’s health and the park rules regarding removal of homes under 14 feet wide and over 10 years old.  The Hodgdon home was 14 feet wide.  The home was purchased from 1st National Bank in Portsmouth through an agent in foreclosure on September 15, 1994, and sold to Mr. Toy August 9, 2004. Chairman Nielsen asked why there was a bill of sale and not a deed.  Mr. Toy said home would be sold as junk.  The home was sold to a wholesaler, Randy Vaillancourt, from Lyman, Maine, on April 22, 2005 for $1,500.00 (deposit).    In July 2004 he met Mr. Hodgdon at the home and discussed the sale. Mr. Toy was unaware that Mrs. Hodgdon had moved from the park.  Mr. Toy stated he did not say Mrs. Hodgdon couldn’t sell the home. The home sat on land by Lee Circle owned by Mr. Toy from August 2004 to April 2005.  Two things at issue are the value of the home on a lot in the park and value of unit in storage.  The parties met to discuss a reasonable settlement but were unable to reach an agreement.  The Board adjourned and the hearing will be continued on Thursday, December 15, 2005. 

2006 Proposed Legislation:

Lois Parris, representing MOTA, reported that legislation would be introduced regarding cooperative property taxes.  Legislation has also been introduced relative to the relocation of manufactured housing having delinquent property taxes.  

Manufactured Housing Installation Standards Board:

There was discussion by the Board regarding the duties and jurisdiction of the newly created Manufactured Housing Installation Standards Board.  The Chairman suggested that a joint meeting between the Installation Standards Board and the Board of Manufactured Housing be scheduled in the Spring.  The Clerk will contact the Standards Board to arrange the meeting. 

Next Board meeting is scheduled for Thursday, December 15, 2005, at 1:00 p.m.
