Mediation Discussion

A discussion on the concerns about the board becoming a forum with attorneys representing one or both parties was held involving both board members and comments from members of the public.  The benefits of mandatory mediation were discussed.  The types of relief the board could impose were discussed.  The fact that many inquiries to the board clerk do not result complaints is an indication that most issues get resolved was discussed.  In any case, given the number of bills before the Legislature this session there will likely be further lively discussions about the board and perhaps new bills passed into law to instruct the board on these complex issues.
