
MINUTES
BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING
Friday, July 10, 2015
1:00 PM

Legislative Office Building, Room 307

The following members were present: Chairman Mark H. Tay, Esquire, Secretary Robert Hunt, Esquire, Judy Williams, Lois Parris, Glenn Ritter, Rep. Franklin Sterling, Rep. Catherine Cheney, and Kenneth Dame.
Others in attendance included: Rick Wisler of the NH Joint Board. Also in attendance were David Beaudin, Bernard Dolan, Attorney Thomas Morgan, Michael Frigon, Attorney Cindy Beaulac, and Thomas Moughan.
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:05 p.m. New Board member Kenneth Dame was welcomed to the Board by Chairman Tay. 
The April 17, 2015 minutes were reviewed. A motion was made and seconded, and voted unanimously to accept the minutes of the April 17, 2015 meeting. 
Chairman Tay announced he would need to recuse himself from the hearing for Docket 15-03 due to a professional conflict. In light of this action, the agenda was slightly changed – items 3 (Docket 15-04) and 4 (Board terms) were heard next followed by item 2 (Docket 15-03).
New Complaints Received:
Docket No. 15-04: Thomas Moughan v. Lamplighter Mobil Home Park. The Complainant alleges the park is violating RSA 205-A:2, XI by unreasonably  requiring Complainant to clear snow from a “common area” of the roadway assigned by the park as “designated on-street parking”. The Complainant asks the Board to determine the reasonableness of the park rule in accordance with RSA-205-A:27, I-a. Complainant further alleges violation of RSA 205-A:2, VII for failure to provide lot boundary markings that may result in shifting maintenance responsibilities from the park to tenant. The Board felt that the complaints do fall within their jurisdiction. A motion was made to conduct a hearing on the matter at the Board’s next meeting, September 25, 2015.
Board Terms:
Per the Chair’s request Clerk Wisler will prepare a letter to the Governor, for the Chair’s signature, requesting re-appointments for Board members Ritter and Williams. Both terms expire in October 2015.
Chairman Tay left the meeting. Secretary Hunt presided over the remainder of the meeting.
Complaint Hearing:
Docket No. 15-03: Michael Frigon v. Trailer Home Village Co-Operative, Inc. The Complainant, Michael Frigon, was present and represented by attorney Cindy Beaulac. The Respondent, Trailer Home Village Co-Operative was represented by attorney Thomas Morgan, Dave Beaudin (President of Co-Op Board) and Bernard Dolan (Vice-President of Co-Op Board).
Secretary Hunt explained the hearing process and administered the oath to Mr. Frigon. The matter proceeded to hearing at which the Parties presented testimony and offered exhibits on the Complaint. The Complainant, Mr. Frigon, alleges the Co-Op issued a number of violations for debris in yard including a canoe, and that the Complainant was forced to dispose of the canoe in violation of RSA 205-A:2, VIII (d). Additionally, it is alleged the park violated RSA 205-A:2, VII by not disclosing Co-Op non-membership fees. Complainant further alleges certain park rules are unreasonable or unreasonably enforced in violation of RSA 205-A:2, XI and 205-A:27, I-a, I-b. 
Following testimony and cross examination from both sides, and after carefully considering all testimony and exhibits, Secretary Hunt accepted motions on the various complaints.

1. A motion was made, and appropriately seconded, that the non-member fee was disclosed in accordance with RSA 205-A:2, VII through revised rules and at a Trailer Home Village meeting. Five members voted in favor, two members opposed (Sterling, Cheney). Motion carried.

2. A motion was made, and appropriately seconded, that the park unreasonably enforced park rules that required the Complainant to dispose of personal property regarding wood, canoe, cinderblocks and a cat. This action is in violation of RSA 205-A:2, VIII(d). Five members voted in favor, two members opposed (Paris, Ritter). Motion carried.
3. A motion was made, and appropriately seconded, that park rules were provided to the Complainant in accordance with RSA 205-A:2, XI. Unanimously approved, motion carried.
