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 W H A T  I S  T H E  A Q B ?

 The Appraiser Qualifi cations Board (AQB) is an independent 
board of The Appraisal Foundation. The AQB is composed of 
at least fi ve practicing appraisers who are appointed by the 
Foundation’s Board of Trustees for three-year terms.

Under the provisions of Title XI of the Financial Institutions 
Reform, Recovery and Enforcement Act of 1989 (FIRREA), 
the AQB establishes the minimum education, experience 

and examination requirements for real property appraisers 
to obtain a state certifi cation. In addition, the AQB performs 
a number of ancillary duties related to real property and 
personal property appraiser qualifi cations (see Other AQB 
Work on page 3).

 REAL PROPERTY APPRAISER QUALIFICATION CRITERIA, INTERPRETATIONS OF THE 
CRITERIA AND SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION
 States are required to implement appraiser certifi cation 
requirements that are no less stringent than those issued by 
the AQB in the Real Property Appraiser Qualifi cation Criteria.

The AQB is aware that it has no statutory authority to develop 
criteria for the Licensed and Trainee classifi cations and the 
states are not required to adopt the criteria. The authority 
to develop requirements for the Licensed and Trainee 
classifi cations is vested in the individual states, territories and 
possessions.

The original criteria, adopted by the AQB in March 1991, 
included the following classifi cations: Certifi ed General, 
Certifi ed Residential and Licensed. Each of these classifi cations 
has education, experience, examination and continuing 
education requirements. The Trainee classifi cation was later 
adopted by the AQB in 1993 and does not include experience 
or examination requirements.

After public exposure, the AQB adopted revisions to all 
classifi cations in early 1994 for implementation in January 
1998. Major components of the revised Criteria include:

• An increase in the education requirements for the Licensed 
and Certifi ed General classifi cations to include a 15-hour 
Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice 
(USPAP) course (the Certifi ed Residential education 
requirements were not increased, however a 15-hour USPAP 
course is also required);

• An increase in the experience requirements for the Certifi ed
Residential and Certifi ed General Classifi cations from 
2,000 to 2,500 hours, and from 2,000 to 3,000 hours, 
respectively; and

• An increase in the continuing education requirement  from
10 to 14 classroom hours for all classifi cations.

To further clarify AQB intent to users of the Criteria, the AQB 
periodically issues Interpretations of the Criteria. Interpretations 
are essential to properly understanding the Criteria and 

are, therefore, binding on users of the Criteria. The current 
Interpretations are included within the text of this document.

In late 1999, the AQB approved the concept of offering 
Supplementary Information (or Supplements) to the Criteria 
as a mechanism to offer additional guidance. The 
Supplements, which can be found toward the end of the 
current Criteria, explain, describe and further interpret the 
Criteria and all binding requirements.

After thorough public exposure, the AQB adopted signifi cant 
revisions to the Criteria in early 2004 for implementation in 
January 2008. Highlights of the major revisions include:

• An increase in the education requirements for the Licensed,
Certifi ed Residential and Certifi ed General classifi cations. 
The Licensed classifi cation was raised from 90 to 150 hours, 
the Certifi ed Residential classifi cation was increased from 
120 to 200 hours, and the Certifi ed General classifi cation 
was raised from 180 to 300 hours; and

• A requirement for college-level education for the Certifi ed
Residential and Certifi ed General classifi cations. The 
Certifi ed Residential classifi cation requires an Associate 
degree or higher, or in lieu of a degree, a minimum of 
21 college semester hours in specifi ed coursework. The 
Certifi ed General classifi cation requires a Bachelors degree 
or higher, or in lieu of a degree, a minimum of 30 college 
semester hours in specifi ed coursework.

For the reader’s convenience, this document includes the
current Criteria as well as an Appendix containing the 
new Criteria effective January 1, 2008.

The section containing the existing Criteria also includes 
Interpretations following each section (Examination, Education, 
Experience, and Continuing Education). These Interpretations 
are listed in subject matter order, which is designed to follow 
the applicable Criteria. As a result, the dates refl ecting 
the adoption of some Interpretations will not follow a 
chronological sequence.
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Supporting the Work of the AQB
The AQB encourages input from appraisers, users of 
appraisal services and the public through the exposure 
draft process, public meetings, speaking engagements and 
correspondence. Detailed information on how to support the 
AQB is available online via the Foundation’s web site at 
www.appraisalfoundation.org or by contacting the Board’s 
staff at the Foundation by calling (202) 347-7722 or via 
e-mail at staff@appraisalfoundation.org.

Exposure Draft Process
In recognition of the public authority of the AQB, all proposed 
revisions to the Real Property Appraiser Qualifi cation Criteria 
must be exposed for public comment prior to adoption. The 
AQB considers all comments in public meetings prior to taking 
fi nal action.

Public Meetings
The AQB conducts periodic public meetings. Observers are 
encouraged to attend and may address the Board regarding 
an agenda item time permitting, if a request is made in writing 
at least fi fteen days prior to the meeting.

Speaking Engagements
Members of the AQB are available for speaking engagements 
and presentations on the current work of the Board. Invitations 
to speak should be directed to the Board’s staff and should be 
extended as early as possible in order to facilitate scheduling.

Correspondence
Specifi c questions regarding the Real Property Appraiser 
Qualifi cation Criteria or any other AQB matters may be 
submitted in writing to the AQB in care of the Foundation. 
Electronic comments may be submitted directly from the web 
site or via regular mail.

Other AQB Work
In addition to its work on the Real Property Appraiser 
Qualifi cation Criteria, the AQB is involved in numerous other 
ongoing projects including:

• Maintenance and periodic updating of the National Uniform 
Examination Content Outlines (ECO’s). These ECO’s are 
used in the development of state licensure and certifi cation 
examinations.

• Development of and enhancements to the Program to
Improve USPAP Education.

• Administration of the Course Approval Program.

• Development of voluntary Personal Property Appraiser 
 Minimum Qualifi cation Criteria.

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T R A I N E E  R E A L  P R O P E R T Y 
A P P R A I S E R  C L A S S I F I C A T I O N

The scope of practice for the Appraiser Trainee 
Classifi cation is the appraisal of those properties which 
the supervising appraiser is permitted to appraise

The appraiser trainee shall be subject to the Uniform 
Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice. 

The appraiser trainee shall be entitled to obtain copies 
of appraisal reports he or she prepared. The supervising 
appraiser shall keep copies of appraisal reports for a 
period of at least fi ve years or at least two years after fi nal 
disposition of any judicial proceeding in which testimony 
was given, whichever period expires last.

An appraiser trainee must meet the following 
requirements:

1. Examination
There is no examination requirement for the 
Appraiser Trainee Classifi cation.

2. Education 
 Prerequisite to application.

75 classroom hours of courses in subjects related 
to real estate appraisal.

Fifteen of the seventy-fi ve hours must include the 
successful completion of the National USPAP 
Course, or its equivalent. Equivalency shall be 
determined through the AQB Course Approval 
Program or by an alternate method established 
by the AQB.

1) USPAP qualifying education credit shall only 
 be awarded when the class is instructed by 
 an AQB Certifi ed Instructor(s); and

2) USPAP qualifying education credit shall only 
 be awarded when the class is instructed by 
 at least one residential or general state 
 certifi ed appraiser.

A classroom hour is defi ned as fi fty minutes of 
teaching out of each sixty minute segment.

Classroom hours may only be obtained where 
the minimum length of the educational offering 
is 15 hours and the individual successfully 
completes an examination pertinent to that 
educational offering.

Credit for the classroom hour requirement may 
be obtained from the following:

Qualifying education must have been obtained 
within the fi ve year period immediately 
preceding application for licensure.

The content for courses, seminars, workshops, 
or conferences should include coverage of real 
estate appraisal related topics, such as:

Education Interpretation:
“Education Criteria,” for purposes of this section, 
should be understood as Qualifying Education 
Criteria. (adopted, June, 1997)

The qualifying education obtained to meet the 
seventy-fi ve hour trainee education requirement can 
be creditable toward the state licensed and state 
certifi ed qualifying education requirements. (adopted, 
June, 1997)

A classroom hour is defi ned as sixty minutes, of which 
fi fty minutes are instruction. (adopted, June, 1997)

The prescribed number of classroom hours includes 
time devoted to examinations which are considered 
to be part of the course. (adopted, November, 1990)

Open book examinations are not acceptable in 
qualifying education courses. (adopted, June, 1997)

For qualifying education, distance education is 
defi ned as any educational process based on the

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geographical separation of learner and instructor 
(e.g., CD ROM, on-line learning, correspondence 
courses, video conferencing, etc.). For qualifying 
education, distance education must provide 
interaction between the learner and instructor and 
include testing. (adopted, June, 1997)

Distance education courses may be acceptable 
to meet the classroom hour requirement, or its 
equivalent, provided that the course is approved 
by the state certifi cation / licensing authority, the 
learner successfully completes a written examination 
proctored by an offi cial approved by the presenting 
entity, college or university, the course meets the 
requirements for qualifying education established 
by the Appraiser Qualifi cations Board, the course is 
equivalent to the minimum of 15 classroom hours, 
and meets one of the following conditions: (adopted, 
June, 1991)

The course is presented by an accredited 
(Commission on Colleges or a regional 
accreditation association) college or university 
that offers distance education programs in other 
disciplines; or (adopted, June, 1991)

The course has received approval of the 
International Distance Education Certifi cation 
Center (IDECC) for the course design and 
delivery mechanism and either a) the approval 
of the Appraiser Qualifi cations Board through 
the AQB Course Approval Program, or b) the 
approval of the licensing or certifying jurisdiction 
where the course is being offered, for the content 
of the course. (adopted, June 1997, revised 
October, 2001, effective November 1, 2001)

The American Council on Education through its 
ACE/Credit Program is no longer an approved entity 
for review of distance learning course mechanisms. 
(adopted, November 2003, effective April 1, 2004)

Credit awarded for the classroom hour requirement 
when an individual seeks a different classifi cation 
than that held may also be awarded for the 
continuing education requirement the classifi cation 
held. (adopted, June, 1991)

Courses taken in satisfying the qualifying education 
requirements should not be repetitive in nature. 
Each course credited toward the required number 
of qualifying education hours should represent a 
progression in which the appraiser’s knowledge is 
increased. (adopted, November, 1993)

The appraiser trainee shall be subject to direct 
supervision by a supervising appraiser who shall 
be state licensed or certifi ed in good standing.

The supervising appraiser shall be responsible 
for the training and direct supervision of the 
appraiser trainee by:

accepting responsibility for the appraisal 
report by signing and certifying the report is 
in compliance with the Uniform Standards of 
Professional Appraisal Practice (USPAP).

reviewing the appraiser trainee appraisal 
report(s); and

personally inspecting each appraised 
property with the appraiser trainee until 
the supervising appraiser determines 
the appraiser trainee is competent in 
accordance with the COMPETENCY RULE 
of the Uniform Standards of Professional 
Appraisal Practice (USPAP) for the property 
type.

The appraiser trainee is permitted to have more 
than one supervising appraiser.

An appraisal log shall be maintained by the 
appraiser trainee and shall, at a minimum, 
include the following for each appraisal:

Type of Property
Client name and address
Address of appraised property 
Description of work performed
Number of work hours
Signature and state license/certifi cation 
number of the supervising appraiser

Separate appraisal logs shall be maintained for 
each supervising appraiser.

Experience Interpretation:
None is required as a prerequisite for this category. 
(adopted, June 1997)

Continuing Education
An appraiser trainee who remains in this classifi cation 
in excess of two years shall be required in the third and 
successive years to obtain:  

The equivalent of fourteen classroom hours of 
instruction in the courses or seminars for each year 
during the period preceding the renewal. (For 
example, a two year appraiser trainee term would 
require twenty-eight hours.) Continuing education 
hours may be obtained anytime during the term.

A classroom hour is defi ned as fi fty minutes out of 
each sixty minute segment.

Credit toward the classroom hour requirement may 
be granted only where the length of the educational 
offering is at least two hours.

Credit for the classroom hour requirement may be 
obtained from the following:

Credit may be granted for educational offerings 
which are consistent with the purpose of continuing 
education stated in subparagraph “h” below and 
cover real estate related appraisal topics such as 
those listed below.

Business Courses related to practice of real 
estate appraisal
Construction estimating
Ethics and standards of professional practice 
Land use planning, zoning and taxation
Management, leasing, brokerage, timesharing 
Property development

Real estate fi nancing and investment
Real estate appraisal related computer 
applications 
Real estate securities and syndication 
Real property exchange 

Appraiser trainees must successfully complete the 
seven-hour National USPAP Update Course, or 
its equivalent, at a minimum of every two years. 
Equivalency shall be determined through the AQB 
Course Approval Program or by an alternate method 
established by the AQB.  

USPAP continuing education credit shall only be 
awarded when the class is instructed by an AQB 
Certifi ed Instructor(s); and  
USPAP continuing education credit shall only 
be awarded when the class is instructed by at 
least one residential  or general state certifi ed 
appraiser.  

Continuing education credit may also be granted for 
participation, other than as a student, in appraisal 
educational processes and programs. Examples 
of activities for which credit may be granted are 
teaching, program development, authorship of 
textbooks, or similar activities which are determined 
to be equivalent to obtaining continuing education.

The purpose of continuing education is to ensure 
that the appraiser participates in a program that 
maintains and increases his/her skill, knowledge and 
competency in real estate appraising.

Continuing Education Interpretations:

A classroom hour is defi ned as sixty minutes, of which 
fi fty minutes are instruction. (adopted, June, 1997)

Credit awarded for the continuing education 
requirement may also be awarded for the qualifying 
education classroom hour requirement when an 
individual seeks a different classifi cation than that 
held, providing the educational offering meets the 
criteria established (i.e., minimum length of 15 
hours and successful completion of an examination). 
(adopted, June, 1991)

For continuing education, distance education is 
defi ned as any educational process based on the 
geographical separation of instructor and learner 
(e.g., CD ROM, on-line learning, correspondence 
courses, video conferencing, etc.). (adopted, June, 
1997)

Distance education courses may be acceptable to 
meet the continuing education requirement provided 
that the course is approved by the state certifi cation/ 
licensing authority, the course is a minimum of 2 
classroom hours and meets the requirements for 
continuing education courses established by the 
Appraiser Qualifi cations Board, and meets one of the 
following conditions: (adopted, June, 1997)

the course is presented to an organized group 
in an instructional setting with a person qualifi ed 
and available to answer questions, provide 
information, and monitor student attendance, or 
(adopted, June, 1997)
the course has been presented by an accredited 
(Commission on Colleges or a regional 
accreditation association) college or university 
that offers distance education programs in other 
disciplines and the student successfully completes 
a written examination proctored by an offi cial 
approved by the presenting college or university 
or by the sponsoring organization consistent 
with the requirements of the course accreditation; 
or if a written examination is not required for 
accreditation, the student successfully completes 
the course mechanisms required for accreditation 
which demonstrates mastery and fl uency (said 
mechanisms must be present in a course without 
an exam in order to be acceptable), (adopted 
June, 1997) or
the course has received approval of the 
International Distance Education Certifi cation 
Center (IDECC) for the course design and 
delivery mechanism and either a) the approval 
of the Appraiser Qualifi cations Board through 
the AQB Course Approval Program or b) the 
approval of the licensing or certifying jurisdiction 
where the course is being offered, for the 
content of the course and the student successfully 
completes a written examination proctored by 
an offi cial approved by the presenting college 
or university or by the sponsoring organization 
consistent with the requirements of the course 
accreditation; or if a written examination is 
not required for accreditation, the student 
successfully completes the course mechanisms 
required for accreditation which demonstrates 
mastery and fl uency (said mechanisms must be

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present in a course without an exam in order to 
be acceptable). (adopted June, 1997, revised 
October 2001, effective November 1, 2001)

The American Council on Education through its 
ACE/Credit Program is no longer an approved entity 
for review of distance learning course mechanisms. 
(adopted, November 2003, effective April 1, 2004)

Real estate appraisal related fi eld trips are 
acceptable for continuing education credit. However, 
transit time to or from the fi eld trip location should not 
be included when awarding credit if instruction does 
not occur. (adopted, February, 1996)

The two year USPAP CE (continuing education) term 
may be either:

Every two calendar years, commencing on 
January 1, 2003; or
In conjunction with a jurisdiction’s continuing 
education cycle that commences after the 
effective date of January 1, 2003, as long 
as 7 hours of USPAP CE have been taken by 
December 31, 2005.

It is the intent of the AQB that individuals who are 
credentialed in more than one jurisdiction should not 
have to take more than one 7 hour USPAP update 
within a two year period. (adopted, October, 2001)

For  continuing  education  purposes  in  2003  
and  2004,  the  15-hour  National USPAP Course, 
or its equivalent may be taken in lieu of the 7-hour 
National USPAP Course, or  its  equivalent.  The 
licensing/certifying jurisdiction must determine 
whether the student is required to take and pass the 
associated examination. (adopted, August 2003)

AQB Certifi ed USPAP Instructors successfully 
completing the seven-hour Instructor Recertifi cation 
Course and exam (if required) within the current 
continuing education cycle, have satisfi ed the seven-
hour National USPAP Update Course continuing 
education requirement. (adopted, September 2004)

Waivers or deferrals may not be granted to 
credential holders who have failed to meet the 
continuing education requirements. Appraiser 
regulatory agencies with the appropriate authority to 
do so, may place a credential holder in an “inactive 
status” in the event that the state determines that 
the defi ciency in continuing education was due to 
extenuating circumstances. Prior to reactivation, 
credential holders in an inactive status must complete 
all required continuing education hours that would 
have been required if the credential holder was 
in an active status. The required hours must also 
include the most recent edition of a 7-hour National 
USPAP Update Course. (adopted, September 2005; 
retired, May 2006)

Appraiser regulatory agencies with the appropriate 
authority to do so, may place a credential holder 
in an “inactive status” in the event that the state 
determines that a defi ciency in continuing education 
was due to extenuating circumstances. 

Prior to reactivation, credential holders in an 
inactive status must complete all required continuing 
education hours that would have been required if 
the credential holder was in an active status.  The 
required hours must also include the most recent 
edition of a 7-hour National USPAP Update Course

Waivers may not be granted to credential holders 
who have failed to meet the continuing education 
requirements.

Deferrals may not be granted to credential holders, 
except in the case of individuals returning from active 
military duty.  State appraiser regulatory agencies 
may allow credential holders returning from active 
military duty to be placed in active status for a 
period of up to 90 days pending completion of all 
continuing education requirements. (adopted, 
May 2006)

Credentialed appraisers are required to complete 
continuing education for a partial year in a 
continuing education cycle as follows:

For continuing education cycle periods of 185 
days or more, 14 hours of continuing education is 
required.

For continuing education cycle periods of less than 
185 days, no hours of continuing education are 
required.

Example #1: A credential issued on August 15 that 
expires on December 31 of the same year would not 
require any continuing education hours for that year.

Example #2: A credential issued on May 15 that 
expires on December 31 of the same year would 
require 14 continuing education hours for that year.

Example #3: A credential issued on August 15 that 
expires on December 31 of the following year would 
require 14 hours of continuing education to renew. 
(adopted, May 2006 – effective January 1, 2007)

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L I C E N S E D  R E A L  P R O P E R T Y 
A P P R A I S E R  C L A S S I F I C A T I O N

The Licensed Real Property Appraiser Classifi cation 
applies to the appraisal of non-complex one to four 
residential units having a transaction value less than 
$1,000,000 and complex one to four residential units 
having a transaction value less than $250,000

The scope of practice identifi ed herein represents the 
consensus of the Appraiser Qualifi cations Board. The 
Federal Financial Institutions Regulatory Agencies, as 
well as other agencies and regulatory bodies permit the 
licensed classifi cation to appraise properties other than 
those identifi ed above. Individuals should refer to Agency 
regulations and State law to determine the type of property 
that may be appraised by the Licensed appraiser. 

All Licensed appraisers are bound by the COMPETENCY 
RULE of the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal 
Practice.

Scope of Practice Interpretations:

The Licensed Real Property Classifi cation includes the 
appraisal of vacant or unimproved land that is utilized for 
1-4 family purposes or for which the highest and best use 
is for 1-4 family purposes. (adopted, November, 1990)

The Licensed Real Property Classifi cation does not include 
the appraisal of subdivisions for which a development 
analysis/appraisal is necessary. (adopted, November, 
1990)

Applicants must meet the following examination, 
education, and experience requirements. Subsequent to 
licensure, individuals must meet the continuing education 
requirement.

Examination

Successful completion of the Appraiser 
Qualifi cations Board endorsed Uniform State 
Licensed Real Property Appraiser Examination or 
its equivalent.
Refer to the National Uniform Examination 
Content Outline for the Licensed Real Property 
Appraiser Classifi cation.

Examination Interpretations:

The examination must be successfully completed. There is 
no alternative to successful completion of the examination. 
(adopted, November, 1990)

Applicants have a reasonable period of time (up to 24 
months after state approval) to take the examination. 
Successful completion of the examination is valid for a 
period of 24 months. (adopted, April 2000)

Education
Prerequisite to sit for the examination

Ninety classroom hours of courses in subjects 
related to real estate appraisal.

Fifteen of the ninety hours must include successful 
completion of the National USPAP Course, or 
its equivalent. Equivalency shall be determined 
through the AQB Course Approval Program or 
by an alternate method established by the AQB.

USPAP qualifying education credit shall only 
be awarded when the class is instructed by 
an AQB Certifi ed Instructor(s); and

USPAP qualifying education credit shall only 
be awarded when the class is instructed 
by at least one residential or general state 
certifi ed appraiser.

A classroom hour is defi ned as fi fty minutes out 
of each sixty minute segment.

Credit toward the classroom hour requirement 
may only be granted where the length of the 
educational offering is at least fi fteen hours, 
and the individual successfully completes an 
examination pertinent to that educational 
offering.

Credit for the classroom hour requirement may 
be obtained from the following:

Colleges or Universities
Community or Junior Colleges
Real Estate Appraisal or Real Estate Related 
Organizations
State or Federal Agencies or Commissions 
Proprietary Schools
Other providers approved by the state 
certifi cation/licensing  

Credit toward the classroom hour requirement 
may be awarded to teachers of appraisal 
courses.  

There is no time limit regarding when Qualifying 
education credit must have been obtained.

State appraiser certifi cation and licensing 
agencies may grant credit for courses where 
the applicant obtained credit from the course 
provider by challenge examination without 
attending the courses, provided that such credit 
was granted by the course provider prior to

Continuing Education

The equivalent of fourteen classroom hours of 
instruction in courses or seminars for each year 
during the period preceding the renewal is 
required.

The scope of practice identifi ed herein represents the 
consensus of the Appraiser Qualifi cations Board. The 
Federal Financial Institutions Regulatory Agencies, as 
well as other agencies and regulatory bodies permit the 
Certifi ed Residential classifi cation to appraise properties 
other than those identifi ed within this criteria. Individuals 
should refer to Agency regulations and State law to 
determine the type of property that may be appraised by 
the Certifi ed Residential appraiser.

All Certifi ed appraisers are bound by the COMPETENCY 
RULE of the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal 
Practice.

Scope of Practice Interpretations:

The Certifi ed Residential Real Property Classifi cation 
includes the appraisal of vacant or unimproved land 
that is utilized for 1-4 family purposes or for which 
the highest and best use is for 1-4 family purposes. 
(adopted, March, 1991)

The Certifi ed Residential Real Property Classifi cation 
does not include the appraisal of subdivisions 
for which a development analysis/appraisal is 
necessary. (adopted, March, 1991)

Applicants must meet the following examination, 
education, and experience requirements.

The experience requirement is a minimum of 3,000 
hours and 30 months. There is no limitation on the 
number of hours which may be awarded in any year. 
(adopted, November, 1990)

Education may not be substituted for experience. 
(adopted, November, 1990)

There need not be a client in order for an appraisal 
to qualify for experience. (See Supplement 1) 
(October 1, 1999)

An hour of experience is defi ned as verifi able 
time spent in performing tasks in accordance with 
acceptable appraisal experience as identifi ed in 
the AQB Certifi ed General Appraiser Qualifi cation 
Criteria (III.A.3.b.). (adopted, November, 1990)

Experience documentation in the form of reports or 
fi le memoranda, or if unavailable, other evidence 
at the credentialing authority’s discretion, must 
be provided to support the experience claimed. 
(adopted, June, 1997)

There is no time limit during which experience may 
be obtained. (adopted, March, 1991)

Experience obtained after January 1, 1991 shall 
comply with the Uniform Standards of Professional 
Appraisal Practice (USPAP). (adopted, February, 
1995)

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The appraisal process should be utilized in 
determining various areas which are creditable for 
experience purposes. (adopted, November, 1990)

The appraisal process consists of an analysis of 
factors that bear upon value: defi nition of the 
problem; gathering and analyzing data; applying 
the appropriate value approaches and methodology; 
arriving at an opinion of value and reporting the 
opinion of value. (adopted, June, 1997)

Cumulative is defi ned as meaning that experience 
may be acquired over any time period. There is no 
minimum number of hours which must be acquired in 
any one year. (adopted, November, 1990)

The following is an example of cumulative 
experience: 

Year 1 1,200 Hours
Year 2 800 Hours
Year 3 100 Hours
Year 4 400 Hours
Year 5 500 Hours
Total 3,000 Hours

3,000 hours of experience and 30 months are 
required. The hours may be cumulative, but the 
required number of months of real estate appraisal 
experience must accrue before an individual can be 
certifi ed. (adopted, February, 1995)

The time spent driving to and from an appraisal 
assignment (“drive time”) may qualify as appraisal 
experience if it is considered to be a part of the 
appraisal process. (adopted, February 1997)

Mass appraisal experience must conform to USPAP 
Standard 6 subsequent to January 1, 1991. Mass 
appraisal experience claimed by the applicant should 
be given credit to the extent that it demonstrates 
profi ciency in appraisal principles, techniques, or 
skills used by appraisers practicing under USPAP 
Standard 1. (adopted, June, 1997)

Review appraisal experience must conform to USPAP 
Standard 3 subsequent to January 1, 1991. Review 
appraisal experience should be given credit to the 
extent that it demonstrates profi ciency in appraisal 
principles, techniques, or skills used by appraisers 
practicing under USPAP Standard 1. 
(adopted, June, 1997)

Real estate or real property consulting services, 
including market analysis, cash fl ow and/or 
investment analysis, and feasibility analysis must 
conform to USPAP Standards 4 and 5 subsequent 
to January 1, 1991. Experience credit for these 
functions should be given credit to the extent that 
it demonstrates profi ciency in appraisal principles, 
techniques, or skills used by appraisers practicing 
under USPAP Standard 1. (adopted, June, 1997)

A market analysis typically performed by a Real 
Estate Broker or Sales Person should be awarded 
experience credit when the analysis is prepared in 
conformity with Standards 1 and 2 of USPAP, and 
the individual can demonstrate that he or she is using 
similar techniques as appraisers to value properties 
and effectively utilizes the appraisal process. 
(adopted, March, 1991)

Real property appraisal experience credit should be 
awarded for appraisals of real estate components or 
interests unless the appraiser has not complied with 
USPAP Standards 1 and 2. (adopted, June, 1997)

Continuing Education

The equivalent of fourteen classroom hours of 
instruction in courses or seminars for each year 
during the period preceding the renewal is 
required. (For example, a two-year continuing 
education term would require twenty-eight 
hours.) 

The purpose of continuing education is to ensure 
that the appraiser participates in a program that 
maintains and increases his/her skill, knowledge 
and competency in real estate appraising.

Continuing education hours may be obtained 
anytime during the term.

Appraisers must successfully complete the 
seven-hour National USPAP Update Course, 
or its equivalent, at a minimum of every two 
years. Equivalency shall be determined through 
the AQB Course Approval Program or by an 
alternate method established by the AQB.

USPAP continuing education credit shall only 
be awarded when the class is instructed by 
an AQB Certifi ed Instructor(s); and
USPAP continuing education credit shall only 
be awarded when the class is instructed 
by at least one residential or general state 
certifi ed appraiser.

A classroom hour is defi ned as fi fty minutes of 
teaching out of each sixty-minute segment.

Credit toward the classroom hour requirement 
may be granted only where the length of the 
educational offering is at least two hours.

Credit for the classroom hour requirement may 
be obtained from the following:

Colleges or Universities
Community or Junior Colleges
Real Estate Appraisal or Real Estate Related 
Organizations
State or Federal Agencies or Commissions
Proprietary Schools
Other providers approved by the state 
certifi cation/licensing agency.

Credit awarded for the continuing education 
requirement may also be awarded for the qualifying 
education classroom hour requirement when an 
individual seeks a different classifi cation than that 
held, providing the educational offering meets the 
criteria established (i.e., minimum length of 15 
hours and successful completion of an examination).

For continuing education, distance education is 
defi ned as any educational process based on the 
geographical separation of instructor and learner 
(e.g., CD ROM, on-line learning, correspondence 
courses, video conferencing, etc.). (adopted, June,

Distance education courses may be acceptable to 
meet the continuing education requirement provided

required for accreditation which demonstrates 
mastery and fl uency (said mechanisms must be 
present in a course without an exam in order to 
be acceptable). (adopted June, 1997, revised 
October 2001, effective November 1, 2001)

The American Council on Education through its 
ACE/Credit Program is no longer an approved entity 
for review of distance learning course mechanisms. 
(adopted, November 2003, effective April 1, 2004)

Real estate appraisal related fi eld trips are 
acceptable for continuing education credit. However, 
transit time to or from the fi eld trip location should not 
be included when awarding credit if instruction does 
not occur. (adopted, February, 1996)

The two year USPAP CE (continuing education) term 
may be either:

It is the intent of the AQB that individuals who are 
credentialed in more than one jurisdiction should not

Waivers or deferrals may not be granted to 
credential holders who have failed to meet the 
continuing education requirements. Appraiser 
regulatory agencies with the appropriate authority to 
do so, may place a credential holder in an “inactive 
status” in the event that the state determines that 
the defi ciency in continuing education was due to 
extenuating circumstances. Prior to reactivation, 
credential holders in an inactive status must complete 
all required continuing education hours that would 
have been required if the credential holder was 
in an active status. The required hours must also 
include the most recent edition of a 7-hour National 
USPAP Update Course. (adopted, September 2005; 
retired, May 2006)

Appraiser regulatory agencies with the appropriate 
authority to do so, may place a credential holder 
in an “inactive status” in the event that the state 
determines that a defi ciency in continuing education 
was due to extenuating circumstances.

Prior to reactivation, credential holders in an 
inactive status must complete all required continuing 
education hours that would have been required if 
the credential holder was in an active status.  The 
required hours must also include the most recent 
edition of a 7-hour National USPAP Update Course.
Waivers may not be granted to credential holders 
who have failed to meet the continuing education 
requirements.

Deferrals may not be granted to credential holders, 
except in the case of individuals returning from active 
military duty.  State appraiser regulatory agencies 
may allow credential holders returning from active 
military duty to be placed in active status for a 
period of up to 90 days pending completion of all 
continuing education requirements. (adopted, May 
2006)

Credentialed appraisers are required to complete 
continuing education for a partial year in a 
continuing education cycle as follows:

For continuing education cycle periods of 185 
days or more, 14 hours of continuing education is 
required.

For continuing education cycle periods of less than 
185 days, no hours of continuing education are 
required.

Example #1: A credential issued on August 15 that 
expires on December 31 of the same year would not 
require any continuing education hours for that year.

Example #2: A credential issued on May 15 that 
expires on December 31 of the same year would 
require 14 continuing education hours for that year.

Example #3: A credential issued on August 15 that 
expires on December 31 of the following year would 
require 14 hours of continuing education to renew. 
(adopted, May 2006 – effective January 1, 2007)

Supplementary Information (Supplements) explain, describe, 
and/or further interpret The Real Property Appraiser 
Qualifi cation Criteria and Interpretations of the Criteria. 
As such, they are binding.

SUPPLEMENT NO. 1 – EXPERIENCE

Reference
“There need not be a client in order for an appraisal to qualify 
for experience.” (see Interpretations under the Experience 
sections associated with the Applications identifi ed below).

Application(s)
Licensed, Certifi ed Residential, and Certifi ed General real 
property appraisers.

Background
Appraisals in conformance with USPAP may be made without 
a client. They can qualify for experience credit toward a 
credential, but there are special considerations a credentialing 
authority must consider. Without a client, the appraiser 
determines the type of appraisal and type of report. In 
instances where appraisals were never presented to anyone 
with a stake in a potential transaction, there is no oversight 
entity to verify data and ensure that it was correctly analyzed 
and interpreted. There is no potential for feedback to the 
appraiser on his or her performance.

There is an underlying assumption that experience is valuable 
because clients tend to demand competency. Because 
experience without a client calls this assumption into question, 
credentialing authorities must carefully assess the quality and 
adequacy of appraisals made without clients. They must also 
give consideration to restricting the percentage of this type of 
experience. It would be clearly unacceptable, for instance, for 
an appraiser to be granted 100% of the required experience 
for limited appraisals reported in a restricted format and with 
no client.

Conclusions

There need not be a client in order for an appraisal to  
qualify for experience.

The credentialing authority must audit a signifi cant 
sample of appraisals made without clients for quality and 
conformance with USPAP.

Greater weight should be given to complete appraisals 
reported in self contained or summary formats.

Lesser weight should be given to limited appraisals 
reported in restricted formats.

Appraisals made without clients can fulfi ll up to one-third 
of the total experience requirement, depending on the 
quality of the experience.

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Q U A L I F I C A T I O N  C R I T E R I A 
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General Interpretations

For the purpose of the Real Property Appraiser 
Qualifi cation Criteria, the following defi nitions apply:

Real Property Appraiser Qualifi cation Criteria 
(Criteria): Established by the Appraiser Qualifi cations 
Board (AQB) of The Appraisal Foundation, these Criteria 
set forth the minimum education, experience and 
examination requirements for real property appraisers.

Required Core Curriculum: A set of appraisal subject 
matter major headings known as “modules” which 
requires a specifi ed number of educational hours at each 
credential level.

Comment: For example, as part of the Required Core 
Curriculum, a minimum of 30 hours of coverage of the 
module “Basic Appraisal Principles” is required, as stated 
in the Criteria effective January 1, 2008.

There is no requirement that the title of courses match 
the title of the modules in the Required Core Curriculum.  
Some providers may choose to develop courses using 
the module titles, while others may not. The title of the 
course is not the important factor. What matters is how 
many hours of each of the modules in the Required Core 
Curriculum are in the course. For example, a provider 
may have a course that contains 30 hours of the Required 
Course Curriculum module, “Basic Appraisal Principles.” 
Another provider may structure their education so that 
multiple courses combine to provide the 30 hours of 
coverage required for the “Basic Appraisal Principles” 
module.

Subtopics: Areas of appraisal education (as identifi ed 
in AQB Guide Note 1) that should be included within the 
modules of the Required Core Curriculum.

Comment: As Guide Note 1 is guidance and not a 
requirement, coverage of the subtopics is not required for 
educational offerings to be valid; however, individuals will 
be expected to demonstrate competency in the subtopics 
in order to pass the revised licensing/certifi cation 
examinations.

Interpretations: Elaborations or clarifi cations of the 
Real Property Appraiser Qualifi cation Criteria issued 
by the AQB. Interpretations are essential to a proper 
understanding of the requirements set forth in the Criteria 
and are, therefore, binding upon users of the Criteria.

Guide Notes: Guidance or advice provided by the 
AQB for assisting in understanding and implementing 
the Criteria. Comment: For example, AQB Guide Note 1 
(GN-1) “AQB Guidance for Curriculum Content” provides 
state regulators, students and educators suggested 
subtopics and items of coverage for each module in the 
Required Core Curriculum. The subtopics identifi ed in 
Guide Note 1 represent those areas of education in which 
appraisers should be able to demonstrate competency to 
pass the licensing/certifi cation examinations. (adopted, 
September 2005)

The following are the only acceptable alternatives 
for implementing the 2008 Real Property Appraiser 
Qualifi cation Criteria:

“Firm Date” Scenario
Any credential issued by a state appraiser regulatory 
body on or after January 1, 2008, must be in compliance 
with all components of the 2008 AQB Real Property 
Appraiser Qualifi cation Criteria.

Under this scenario, it would not matter when an 
applicant completed his or her education, examination, 
and experience; if the credential is issued on or 
after January 1, 2008, the applicant must meet the 
requirements for all components of the 2008 Criteria.

“Segmented” Scenario
The requirements for a credential are broken down 
by the three components: education, experience, and 
examination. An applicant would have to meet the 
Criteria requirements in effect at the time he or she 
completes a particular component. Any component 
completed prior to January 1, 2008, would satisfy the 
current Criteria, while any component not completed by 
January 1, 2008, would have to conform to the 2008 
Criteria. Note: Examination results are only valid for a 
maximum period of 24 months.

Example: An applicant for a Certifi ed General credential 
completes all of the currently required 180 hours of 
qualifying education and passes the state’s Certifi ed 
General examination in 2007, but does not possess the 
required 30 months and 3,000 hours of experience. 
Since the applicant completed the education and 
examination components prior to January 1, 2008, he or 
she would be deemed to have satisfi ed those components. 
Therefore, the only component which the applicant 
would have to satisfy under the 2008 Criteria would be 
experience. (adopted, September 2005)

2.
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CRITERIA APPLICABLE TO ALL APPRAISER 
CLASSIFICATIONS

Appraisers in all classifi cations shall perform 
and practice in compliance with the Uniform 
Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice (USPAP). 

Existing Credential Holders
Existing credential holders in good standing in any 
jurisdiction shall be considered in compliance with current 
Appraiser Qualifi cations Board criteria if they have 
passed an AQB approved qualifying examination for that 
credential. This applies to reciprocity, temporary practice, 
renewals, and applications for the same credential in 
another jurisdiction. All credential holders must comply 
with ongoing requirements for Continuing Education, and 
state renewal procedures.

Generic Education Criteria

Class hour

A class hour is defi ned as 60 minutes, of which 
at least 50 minutes are instruction attended by 
the student.

The prescribed number of class hours includes 
time for examinations.

Credit for the class hour requirements may be 
obtained only from the following providers:

Colleges or universities

Community or junior colleges

Real estate appraisal or real estate related 
organizations

State or federal agencies or commissions

Experience may not be substituted for education.

Distance Education is defi ned as any education 
process based on the geographical separation of 
student and instructor. A distance education course is 
acceptable to meet class hour requirements if:  

Interaction is 
a reciprocal environment where the student 
has verbal or written communication with the 
instructor; and 

Content approval is obtained from the AQB,

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Criteria specifi c to Qualifying Education

Class hours will be credited only for educational 
offerings with content that follows the 
Required Core Curriculum in the Appendix 
for each respective credential. Course content 
requirements may be general or specifi c to 
property types. The Required Core Curriculum 
is to be followed by major headings with the 
classroom hours for each. Guide Notes (GN-
1) contain guidance for curriculum contents 
with subtopics listed under each major module 
listed in the Appendix. Guide Notes (GN-1) 
with subtopics will be used for developing 
examination content outlines for each applicable 
credential level and may also be amended from 
time to time to refl ect changes in technology or 
in the Body of Knowledge.

In addition to the generic requirements described 
in III.

USPAP continuing education credit shall only 
be awarded when the course is instructed by at 
least one AQB certifi ed instructor who is also a 
state certifi ed appraiser.

The equivalent of fourteen class hours of 
instruction in courses or seminars for each year 
during the period preceding the renewal is 
required. For example, a two-year continuing 
education cycle would require twenty-eight 
hours. The class hour requirement can be fulfi lled 
at any time during the cycle.

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Continuing Education Interpretations 

AQB Certifi ed USPAP Instructors successfully 
completing the seven-hour Instructor Recertifi cation 
Course and exam (if required) within the current 
continuing education cycle, have satisfi ed the 
seven-hour National USPAP Update Course

Appraiser regulatory agencies with the appropriate 
authority to do so, may place a credential holder 
in an “inactive status” in the event that the state 
determines that a defi ciency in continuing education 
was due to extenuating circumstances.

Credentialed appraisers are required to complete 
continuing education for a partial year in a 
continuing education cycle as follows:

For continuing education cycle periods of 185 
days or more, 14 hours of continuing education is 
required.

For continuing education cycle periods of less than 
185 days, no hours of continuing education are 
required.

Example #1: A credential issued on August 15 that 
expires on December 31 of the same year would not 
require any continuing education hours for that year.

Example #2: A credential issued on May 15 that 
expires on December 31 of the same year would 
require 14 continuing education hours for that year.

Example #3: A credential issued on August 15 that 
expires on December 31 of the following year would 
require 14 hours of continuing education to renew.

State appraiser regulatory agencies may award 
continuing education credit to credentialed 
appraisers who attend a state appraiser regulatory 
agency meeting, under the following conditions:

The 
appraisal process consists of: analyzing factors that 
affect value; defi ning the problem; gathering and 
analyzing data; applying the appropriate analysis 
and methodology; and arriving at an opinion and 
correctly reporting the opinion in compliance with 
USPAP.

Hours may be treated as cumulative in order to 
achieve the necessary number of hours of appraisal 
experience.  

Cumulative is defi ned as meaning that 
experience may be acquired over any time 
period.

The following is an example of cumulative 
experience:

There need not be a client in a traditional sense (i.e. 
a client hiring an appraiser for a business purpose) 
in order for an appraisal to qualify for experience, 
but experience gained for work without a traditional 
client cannot exceed 50% of the total experience 
requirement.

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Content includes, but is not limited to: requiring the 
student to produce credible appraisals that utilize 
an actual subject property; performing market 
research, containing sales analysis; and applying 
and reporting the applicable appraisal approaches 
in conformity with USPAP.

In the existing (pre-2008) Criteria for these two classifi cations, 
the following paragraph appears in the scope of practice 
section: 

The scope of practice identifi ed herein represents the 
consensus of the Appraiser Qualifi cations Board. The Federal 
Financial Institutions Regulatory Agencies, as well as other 
agencies and regulatory bodies permit the Certifi ed Residential 
(or Licensed) classifi cation to appraise properties other than 
those identifi ed within this Criteria.  Individuals should refer 
to agency regulations and state law to determine the type of 
property that may be appraised by the Certifi ed Residential (or 
Licensed) appraiser.

During the Criteria Exposure Draft and revision process, the 
AQB determined that this paragraph was more of explanatory 
guidance than actual AQB Criteria.  As a result, it was 
removed from the Criteria effective January 1, 2008.  

However, while it is not contained in the 2008 Criteria, it 
should be noted that the paragraph italicized above still 
refl ects the consensus of the AQB. The scope of practice for 
the Licensed and Certifi ed Residential classifi cations does 
not change in 2008.  Federal and state agencies continue to 
establish scope of practice thresholds that are specifi c to their 
particular needs.  

For example, because federally related transactions less than 
$250,000 fall below the regulatory de minimus established by 
the Federal Financial Institution Regulatory Agencies, the scope 
of practice restrictions placed on individuals who can appraise 
commercial and residential properties below that threshold for 
fi nancial institutions are few, if any.

The AQB continues to encourage individuals to refer to agency 
regulations and state law to determine the type of property that 
may be appraised by the Licensed and Certifi ed Residential 
classifi cations.

Under “Criteria Applicable to All Appraiser Classifi cations” 
in the 2008 Criteria, Section V Generic Experience Criteria, 
Paragraph D, reads as follows:

There need not be a client in a traditional sense (i.e. a 
client hiring an appraiser for a business purpose) in order 
for an appraisal to qualify for experience, but experience 
gained for work without a traditional client cannot exceed 
50% of the total experience requirement.  Practicum courses 
that are approved by the AQB Course Approval Program 
or state appraiser regulatory agencies can satisfy the non-
client experience requirement. A practicum course 
must include the generally applicable methods 
of appraisal practice for the credential category. 
Content includes, but is not limited to: requiring 
the student to produce credible appraisals that 
utilize an actual subject property; performing 
market research, containing sales analysis; and 
applying and reporting the applicable appraisal 
approaches in conformity with USPAP.  Assignments 
must require problem solving skills for a variety 
of property types for the credential category.  
Experience credit shall be granted for the actual classroom 
hours of instruction, and hours of documented research and 
analysis as awarded from the practicum course approval 
process.  (Bold added for emphasis)

The bolded language above sets forth the broad requirements 
for practicum courses.  However, more detailed guidance 
is needed for developers of such courses, as well as state 
appraiser regulatory agencies seeking to approve such 
courses.  The following is designed to offer this guidance:

General Practicum Course Guidelines

The time period for any non-residential practicum 
course should be consistent with the type and 
complexity of the assignment.

The time period for a residential practicum 
course should be consistent with the type and 
complexity of the assignment.

Practicum courses that cover multiple property 
types should allocate appropriate times for 
each assignment and subject properties should 
be signifi cantly different from one another to 
provide appropriate training.

The maximum number of students per course 
should be consistent with best practices for 
proper student/instructor ratios.

In order for this type of experience to be 
compliant with USPAP, the student/appraiser 
must list the course provider for the practicum 
course as the client and the intended user.

The intended use of the report should be 
indicated as, “For experience credit.”

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Appraisal Assignment Guidelines

The appraisal should employ all of the 
approaches to value applicable to the 
assignment.

Property types and complexity should be those 
typically encountered by an appraiser seeking 
experience within the specifi ed credential 
category.

The appraisal should indicate the intended user, 
intended use and should solve typical appraisal 
problems - eg., mortgage assignments, tax 
appeals, estates, etc.

There should be an identifi able subject property 
and the student should inspect it.

The actual subject property may change from 
time to time, but the property type should remain 
the same.

All comparable data researched, analyzed, and 
used in the assignment should be actual and 
identifi able market data.

All comparables utilized should be verifi ed with 
at least one market participant of the sale/
rent – e.g. buyer, seller, or broker – and the 
student should also inspect the exterior of each 
comparable utilized.

The fi nal assignment should be communicated 
in compliance with either the Self-Contained 
or Summary Appraisal Report options of 
STANDARD 2 of USPAP.

The fi nal reports should be maintained by the 
student according to the Record Keeping section 
of the ETHICS RULE of USPAP.

The practicum course should result in an 
appraisal and appraisal report completed in 
accordance with the current version of USPAP. 

Instructor Guidelines

An instructor conducting a residential experience 
practicum course should hold either a Certifi ed 
Residential or Certifi ed General credential in 
good standing.

An instructor conducting a general experience 
practicum course should hold a Certifi ed General 
credential in good standing.

The instructor should demonstrate compliance 
with the COMPETENCY RULE of USPAP for the 
type of assignment.

The instructor should grade and correct 
all assignments and should assure USPAP 
compliance.

The instructor should meet with the students a 
minimum of 50% of the course hours during the 
course.

There is an underlying assumption that experience is 
valuable because clients and instructors tend to demand 
competency.  Because experience in a classroom setting calls 
this assumption into question, credentialing authorities should 
carefully assess the quality and adequacy of appraisals made 
under such circumstances.  They should also give consideration 
to restricting the percentage of this type of experience.

Therefore, while practicum course appraisals are eligible 
to qualify for experience credit, the credentialing authority 
should audit a signifi cant sample of appraisals made in such 
instances for quality and conformance with USPAP.

Under “Criteria Applicable to All Appraiser Classifi cations” in 
the 2008 Criteria, Section II Existing Credential Holders, reads 
as follows:

Existing credential holders in good standing in any jurisdiction 
shall be considered in compliance with current Appraiser 
Qualifi cations Board criteria if they have passed an AQB 
approved qualifying examination for that credential. This 
applies to reciprocity, temporary practice, renewals, and 
applications for the same credential in another jurisdiction.  
All credential holders must comply with ongoing requirements 
for Continuing Education, and state renewal procedures.

The intent of the AQB is to allow current credential holders 
who are in good standing within their jurisdictions to obtain 
reciprocal credentials, temporary practice permits, renewals 
of existing credentials, and an equivalent credential in another 
jurisdiction on or after January 1, 2008 without having to meet 
the 2008 AQB Criteria. If an appraiser holds a valid appraiser 
credential supported by an AQB approved examination, the 
appraiser will be deemed by the AQB to be in full compliance 
with the 2008 criteria. 

For example, if a Certifi ed General credential holder who 
received a credential prior to January 1, 2008 in one 
jurisdiction were to relocate to another jurisdiction after 
January 1, 2008, for AQB purposes that existing “home” 
state credential would be suffi cient to support an equivalent 
credential in the “new” state. The credential holder would 
be deemed to have met the 2008 Criteria for education, 
experience and examination.

The AQB understands that the individual Title XI jurisdictions 
must operate in compliance with applicable state laws with 
regard to reciprocity, temporary practice, renewals and 
applications for the same credential in another jurisdiction.  
While Title XI jurisdictions are only required to meet the 
AQB Criteria, existing state laws may require that these 
minimums be exceeded. It is possible that a jurisdiction, 
because of existing law, might require an applicant for an 
equivalent credential from another jurisdiction meet all of the 
January 1, 2008 AQB Criteria (i.e., education, experience, 
and examination) in order to obtain the credential in their 
jurisdiction.

For example, consider an appraiser who holds a Certifi ed 
General credential in State A and decides to relocate to 
State B.  State B must apply both AQB Criteria and State 
law in determining whether the appraiser from State A 
qualifi es for an appraiser credential in State B. While the 
AQB considers the valid existing credential in State A to be 
adequate documentation of conformance to AQB Criteria, 
some State laws might require the appraiser to submit a 
complete application, including appropriate documentation 
of experience, education, and successful exam completion.  
This new application requirement might involve some of the 
following issues:
  

Depending on the wording of the State law, this could 
mean that the appraiser from State A would have to 
conform to the 2008 Criteria to obtain a credential from 
State B.  Among other things, the appraiser would have 
to reconstruct his/her appraisal education, perhaps going 
back as much as 20 to 30 years. The State, then, would 
have to determine whether that education conformed to 
the 2008 AQB Criteria as implemented by State law.

Virtually all appraiser education obtained in the past was 
provided in what is considered the “integrated” approach 
for 2008 Criteria. If State B does not accept integrated 
educational courses, the appraiser from State A would 
be required to obtain 300 hours of education acceptable 
under 2008 Criteria, plus a college degree or acceptable 
college course work, to qualify for a Certifi ed General 
credential in State B. 

It was not the AQB’s intent to impose such hardships on 
appraisers or regulatory agencies. It was the intent of the 
AQB in drafting the language in Section II that the jurisdictions 
would recognize those appraisers that held credentials prior 
to the adoption of the 2008 criteria. The acceptance of 
the existing credential holders would provide for a smooth 
transition from the pre-2008 Criteria to the 2008 Criteria. 

The AQB encourages the jurisdictions to examine their statutes 
and regulations and initiate any changes that might be 
necessary to facilitate a smooth transition.
