What is the first library card number that was issued and currently in use?
This is the bottom of your range of patron numbers. 
     
What is the last barcode number that will exist?  
When supplying this barcode number, please be sure to allow for three years of future growth in your patron database.
     
Are there any rules that can be but in place to allow for refusal of access to a certain set of barcodes?
