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IMLS PUBLISHES FY 2007 PUBLIC LIBRARY SURVEY REPORT

The Institute of Museum and Library Services (IMLS) has issued the Public Library Survey (PLS) report for
fiscal year 2007. This is the second PLS report released since IMLS was given responsibility for the annual
survey which includes information on population of service areas, service outlets, library collections and services,
library staff, and operating revenue and expenditures. New this year IMLS has included trend data (7-10 years)
with graphs and maps on selected items. IMLS reports will continue to document these trends during subsequent
fiscal years. More than 9,000 libraries were surveyed in the 50 states, the District of Columbia, Guam, the
Northern Mariana Islands, Puerto Rice, and\thigin Islands.The survey had a 97.6% response rate.

"IMLS is proud to release this report six months earlier than last'geddAnne-Imelda M. Radice, IMLS
Director "The report highlights a steady increase in library use over the last 10 years, with patrons accessing an
incredible range of information resources and programs across the cdRatgnt national news reports sug-
gest that public library use is even more pronounced in the last 6 months as a consequence of the economic
downturn. In these difficult times, people are turning to a trusted, relevant community resource for vital informa-
tion and support.”

The report includes a number of key findings to assist the library commamitypolicymakers, at the local,
state, and national level, in making decisions to better their communities.

*The grown in per capita circulation from FY 2006 to FY 2007 was a continuation of the
steady growth that has occurred since FY 2000. Per capita circulation grew from 6.4 ma-
terials per person to 7.4 materials per person from FY 2000 to FY 2007, an increase of 16%.

*Nationwide, visits to public libraries totaled 1.4 billion, or 4.9 library visits per capita, a small
increase from the 4.8 visits per capita that were made durir®)B&. As in the case of per
capita circulation, this is a continuation of iy longer upward trend. Per capita visitation
increased from 4.2 to 4.9 between FY 1998 and FY 2007, an overall increase of 17%.

*In FY 2007, total nationwide circulation of public library materials was 2.2 billion, or 7.4 ma-
terials circulated per capita these were slight increases from the 2.1 billion total materials and
7.3 materials per capita that were circulated during FY 2006.

*Internet terminals available for public use in public libraries nationwide numbered 208,000,
or 3.6 per 5,000 people. These were increases from the previous year's figures of 196,000
total terminals and 3.4 terminals per 5,000 people.

*Nationwide circulation of children's materials was 739.7 million, or 34% of total circulation
during FY2007. Attendance at children's programs was 59.0 million ir2B¥7, up from
57.6 million the prior year

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A NEW PUBLIC LIBRAR Y FOR LEBANON

Lebanon's first new library in 100 years is now under construction on Ntaiet 8Vest Lebanon. Named
for James anWillena Kilton, aWest Lebanon couple who left a library bequest of $1.3 million in 199@.
Kilton Public Library will serve residents on the city's western side while the century-old "Carnegie" library near
the central green will continue to serve those on the east.

The Kiltons intended their bequest for renovatiokVest Lebanon's small original libramyr to fund a re-
placement. Eight years ago, the library committee hired an architect to evaluate enlargement of the old brick
building. He reported that the library's "postage stamp" lot ruled out exparfsigmoperly serve a growing
population, the study group agreed, the city would need to construct a new library in a more spacious location.

Several sites were considered before the library committee decided to acquire a vacant 1.3 acre lot on Main
Street, using a portion of the Kilton legacyhe location happened to be across the street from the existing li-
brary, and one already served by public transportation.

The contemporarysingle floor structure now under way will provide 15,300 square feet of light and airy
"people space," opening on an outdoor courtyard with benches for visitors to sit and read or simply relax and en-
joy a park-like settingAs a centennial tribute to the past, the new building will retain the old library's handsome
stained glass windows.

The design incorporates a number of "most wanted" features mentioned by respondents to a community needs
survey early in the planning procegsnong them, a central location; proximity to schools; easy access for all;
a landscaped, tree-lined setting; more books and materials, and a spacious meeting room, for use as a voting plac
and other social activities.

The Kilton's design provides for all of the above. The 1,200 square-foot community room (with service
kitchen) seats 125 visitors and may be closéftah the library properA rear entrance, and corridor art gallery
for the exhibition of works by local artists, will enable after-hours use.

As depicted by lead architect, felfoover, of TappéAssaociates, a Boston firm specializing in libraries, the
new building's facade draws mixed reviews. "Not in keeping with what's already there," spwigleaythers
object to the sharply angled roof lines as "too radical." Howewen critics agree that no particular style de-
fines the present motley assortment of buildings along Main Street. If, as Library Director Lou Ungarelli predicts,
the new library becomes the prime "destination" on Main Street, its stylish presence will influence both the char-
acter and quality dfVest Lebanon's future development.

When completed, the Kilton will be the state's first LEED-certified "Gold" library (the next highest level)
signifying that both architect and builder (the MacMillin Company of Keene) have adhered to the precepts of
"Leadership in Engly and Environmental DesignAccording to the U.S. Green Building Council, LEED de-
signed buildings conserve eggrand waterreduce greenhouse gas emissions, send less waste to landfills, lower
operating costs and provide a healthier environment for employees and visitors.

In line with these principles, the new facility will maximize use of natural light and utilize radiantly heated
floors, supplied by a closed Geo-thermal system circulating water warmed by the natural heat from deep under-
ground "No fossil fuel will be consumed at Kilton library" says architeétHi@bver noting that, a wood fired-
pellet stove will also be available as a backup in extreme conditions.
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The library is scheduled to open next spridgnong its amenities will be 16 computers wWith FI connec-
tion, one self-checkout unit, six online public access catalogs, plus a microfilm reader/printer and two photocopi-
ers. Director Ungarelli says he plans to open with about 15,000 books and gradually build the collection to the

designed capacity of 50,000, plus reference materials, DVDs, CDs and \Ad@ag with seating for more than
100 visitors, the design includes a cafe.

Adequate parking, always a concern in a downtown area, will be provided by 27 daytime spaces on site, with
a total of 215 adjacent spaces available after hours, enabling use of the community room for a wide variety of
purposes, in line with what has become a national trend: the perception of libraries as "community living rooms."

A campaign goal of $5.2 million would be daunting in the best of times, not to mention in the current reces-
sionary environmentYet the prospect of adding a first-class, long-awaited library to Lebanon's existing mix of

good schools, quality medical care and exceptional natural surroundings, has sparked an outstanding public re-
sponse.

The total of new money raised to date (including the city's munificent gift of $1.5 million), now stands at $3.5
million in gifts and pledgesAdding to the Kilton's visionary bequest, the additional amount needed to fully fund
the project is something less than 9% of the campaign goal, a truly remarkable "stretch" effort by residents, mer-
chants, local foundations, and the corporate community of New Hampshire's smallest city!

When enough people want something so essential to the quality of community life as a fine up-to-date library
they can, and will, make it happen!
