As has been reported in the newspapers, the summer and early fall have been a very difficult time for state
employees. Starting in July 2009, the Governor's office and the SEA Union, that represents state employees,
have been meeting to hammer out a contract and to come to an agreement on furlough days for state workers.
On October 13th, the State employees union rejected the contract and the Governor determined that layoffs
were needed in order to reduce the state budget by $25 million, mandated by the New Hampshire Legislature.
The State Library was able to use one vacant position to cover some of the reduction in funding but had to

lay off one employee to cover the rest of the shortfall.

Some are using the Internet to search for work or to check e-mails because they can't afford Internet ser-
vice at home. Others are browsing the stacks and still others take out movies on CDs.

Brewer said it's nice to be able to bring back books she discovers she really doesn't like instead of having to
keep them at home.

On the same dayrichardWallace ofAlton was sitting at a table in the library doing tax documents for a
nonprofit youth organization he runs.

With a prolonged economic downturn that has left many without jobs or with stagnant or reduced wages, a

According to the Chicago-basAderican LibraryAssociation, library card registration is at an all-time high,
with 68% ofAmericans reporting library card ownership in a 2008 poll from Harris Interactive.

Use of public libraries is also on the risheAmerican LibraryAssociation said, with 76% @éfmericans
visiting their local public library in the past yeaompared with 65.7% two years ago.

Currently American libraries receive 1.4 billion visits a year and library members checkout almost 2.2 billion
items each year

The association said a growing number of libraries across the country are offering additional programs and
classes for adults fetcted by the economincluding job searching, resume building and financial planning.

Brough said attendance was also up at the library's free summer programs for chifgyeoximately

attended the library's summer kick-off event.

The library has 17 public computers and they are always being used, Brough said.

"There's someone on them from the time we open until the time we close and people are lined up, waiting to
use them before we open," Brough said.

Brough said he is currently talking with library staff about holding some job searching programs that fall but
plans are not definite.

"When the economy is bad, people come to the library more to use the Internet, to borrow books as opposed
to buying them," Brough said.

In all, patrons check out approximately 26,000 items per year

At the Franklin Public LibraryDirector Robert Sgent said membership and circulation are both up signifi-
cantly

"People are no longer buying books or DVDs or even renting them," Sargent said.
Sagent also noted an increase in computer.user

"They are in use all day long, with people looking for jobs, preparing resumes or filling out unemployment
claims," Sargent said.

He said while there used to be slow periods, now there is always a waiting list for the Internet.
He added that more people are also bringing their laptops to the library because they offer wireless Internet
service and many people can't afford such services at home anymore. Brough also mentioned this trend at the

American is Changing and so is the Census

One of the most significant changes in modern census history will occur in 2010 - for the first time since
1930, all addresses in the U.S. will receive a census short form.

In recent censuses, most addresses received one of two forms: either the short form, which focused on the
population count and demographics; or the long form, which included additional questions on socioeconomic and
housing characteristics. Nationwide, about one-in-six addresses in 2000 received the lofgdetimes the
two parts of the decennial census showed not only the number of people liingeiica, but also the way we
live: education, housing, jobs and more. This information will still be part of the decennial census, but it will be
collected on a continuing basis as part ofAheerican Community Survey

Although the U.S. Census Bureau's Population Estimates Program provides estimates of population and
housing in the years between censuses, there were no updates on the estimates for the long form's characteri:
tics data. Our nation is not static, howewerd communities need current data to make informed decisions.

After a decade of testing and development, the Census Bureau launcAetetican Community Survey
(ACS) in January 2005TheACS is oficially part of the decennial census and includes essentially the same
guestions as the long form. But rather than once a decad&; $is sent to a rolling sample of addresses every
month, every yeathroughout the nation. By 2010, the new survey will yield current annual data for all geo-
graphic areas of the country in the form of single or multiyear estimates.

5) Have a Library “Read-a-thon” where parents and kids take turns reading and keep track of how many min-
utes each family [or other designated group] has read collectively - use footprints or similar theme to record the
minutes read.

The second new produdtransparent Language Library Editor software, comes on a flash drive, which is
checked out to customers. The flash drive is stored in a case that's the same size as a BluRay disk. Customers
first install the software on their PCs from the USBter installation, the USB serves as a "key" that allows
customers to use the software.

Library trustee Maggie C. Brogdon credits Massin and assistant librarian Kathefihemas for making
the library a success. In addition to being friendly and welcoming, the library staff loves books, Brogdon said.

Another reason the Fitzwilliaifown Library is successful is town support, said Joanne L. Kesses, a library
trustee. The town supports the library financially at budget time, even in this tight fiscal environment, she said.
