4.1.1 Adoption of Rules Text Nur 704.02:  Board reviewed adopted rules text concerning changes to schedule and requirements for  LNA program approval. RP and CS motioned to accept adopted rules text as written.  Vote unanimous.

LNA cannot engage in any activity that requires application/reapplication, adjustment/ readjustment of the C Spine.  LNA must have assistance of another health care member during the transfer.
