Joseph Kilcullen, MS, LADC and Carol Murtagh, RN, LADC were present at meeting to discuss Road to Recovery Program. J. Kilcullen has agreed to assist Board in setting up Road to Recovery Program for 12-month period after which Board will need to set aside funds to support a coordinator position either through fee for service schedule or salary.

MW announced that Margaret Franckhauser has accepted offer to be moderator at Board Retreat in July.

Reviewed and discussed. Nurse compact will become effective on July 1, 2005; however it may take 6 months to implement due to major changes needed. Increase in RN and LPN fees to be expected once Nurse Compact is in force.

Reviewed and discussed whether or not to accept torn license received in Board office as licensee’s official voluntary surrender of license, or mail Voluntary Surrender of Licensure document to licensee for signature.
Reviewed and discussed LNA licensed by endorsement on December 9, 2004 with restrictions and conditions. Applicant has not met conditions of licensure and has not answered any correspondence sent by BON.
Reviewed and discussed withdrawal of approval of program pursuant to Nur 706.02 (1) until program is able to demonstrate compliance with Nur 700.

Reviewed and discussed letter sent to Skill Med Services from NH Postsecondary Education Commission. 

Board also reviewed draft of letter to be sent from the BON to Skill Med practical nursing students.
Reviewed and discussed question of whether or not nurse extern may administer medications under direction of clinical preceptor.
Reviewed and discussed faculty requirements for LPN program. If applicant for LPN faculty position has earned associate degree in nursing, baccalaureate degree in nutrition, and is enrolled in masters in nursing program, at what point is applicant eligible for faculty approval?
Rebecca Field, on behalf of BON, attended meetings of Advisory Council on Emergency Preparedness & Security on June 13 and Hospital Emergency Preparedness Meeting on June 15. She spoke to both groups about Board’s goal of developing plan for response of nursing professions in event of public health crisis, while protecting ongoing nursing needs.
Dr. Field reported on both meetings and submitted to Board summary and key points of meetings. She recommended that representative of BON continue close contact and consider attending meetings as time and staff permit.

Ken Dufault, Community Development Coordinator with Office of Health Management requested assistance from BON in providing list of licensees who may respond to public health disaster.
MP reported on last meeting. Discussion of ARNP reentry program. Angela Carignan resigning membership on Liaison Committee; looking for replacement member.
After review, P&E Committee suggested that practice of subclavian line insertion is not within RN scope of practice.
After review, P&E Committee suggested that Board reaffirm Spring 2000 advisory limiting clinical experience of foreign nursing students in NH who are enrolled in foreign nursing educational program only to observational experiences.
After review, P&E Committee suggested that it is not within scope of practice of nurse to accept verbal medication orders from another nurse.
Reviewed positive evaluation information from June 1 Day of Discussion.
