1. The supervising physician/ARNP performs and documents an initial assessment prior to treatment and as needed during the course of therapy.

2. The physician/ARNP is on-site, immediately available and able to respond promptly to any questions or problems that may occur while the  procedure is being performed.

3. The RN has satisfactorily completed a documented education and training program which includes supervised practice and clinical skills competency as required under administrative rules.

4. The facility has applicable policies and procedures and written orders for dealing with allergic reactions.

5. Continuing education for the procedure is ongoing and documented.

6. The practice of sclerotherapy is limited to telangiectasis (“spider veins”.)
