	Students welcomed from St. Joseph’s 

Representatives from CMC (Linda Roux, Dr Westbrook, and Terri Boisvert RNFA) requested the board to reconsider a former decision that allows harvesting of artery vessels by RNFA only if the surgeon is present in the room.

Further they requested that individual facilities be allowed to develop staffing and supervisory roles that would be approved by the facility’s credentialing committee.

Supportive data was presented that included: 

· Their request was considered safe practice by many hospitals

New technology includes camera harvesting techniques, which are much less invasive and have inherently lower risk and side effects;
· CMC has had no complications to date.

· CMC RNFA is the only one harvesting artery vessels in the state at this time.  A second RNFA is in training.

· To have surgeon standing by is an inefficient use of his time.

	After presentations by Gary Camp and Attorney Boumil, Chairperson (RD) called a recess and initiated a non public session discussion with the board to determine acceptability of the proposed agreement. Pursuant to certain requirements of Nursing 603.02 (b) the board unanimously voted to oppose the settlement agreement.

As Holden Medical Institute failed to provide audited financial statements that were requested at the December board meeting and on multiple occasions, the following Board Order was issued Docket # 08-031400156

Board unanimously voted to withdraw approval from all Holden Programs in New Hampshire and assessed a monetary penalty of $25,000.

(MW) Discussed current ARNP issues related to the Joint Health Council. (NB) shared preliminary information on the National ARNP Stakeholders meeting held in Washington, D.C. on April 14, 2008

National proposal being made to have only 4 categories of advance practice: CRNA, CNM, CNS Acute/Family Practice

She will prepare a more in-depth presentation for the May board meeting 

(CN) reported the following questions were reviewed:

· Is it within the scope of RN practice to administer vaginal prostaglandins with a live fetus, as with cervical ripening agents such as Cervidil or Misoprostol?
· Is it within the scope of RN practice to titrate a ropivucaine femoral catheter delivery for pain control?
Is it within LNA scope of practice to act as "scrub" personnel while working under direct supervision of the physician and circulating RN for cesarean section surgery in the operating room?
  Are there any practice guidelines for ilicensed staff on the use of a nail dremel or electric nail file?
· Are there any limitations to teaching non-licensed personnel to perform sterile technique?
· May a RN use an ultrasound for therapeutic purposes if taught to do so?
· Can a RN who has gone through competencies start an IV using a non-invasive hand held ultrasound device?
There have been multiple questions regarding pain management in the acute and palliative care settings. Discussed planning for a Day of Discussion (DOD).

The board opined vaginal administration of medications ordered by the physician is within the scope of RN practice.

The board opined it is within the RN scope of practice to administer medication via pump with physician orders provided the RN has competency to perform the procedure and facility policy supports the action. It is not within RN scope to bolus the drug in question

The board opined this is not within the educational experience and preparation for the LNA.

The board opined that use of the nail dremel or electric nail file falls within RN/LPN scope of practice and is not within LNA scope of practice.

An operating room is investigating the role of care partners/LNAs and support partners/enviromental services people to function as runners to obtain items during a case, turn over a room after the case including cleaning and opening sterile set ups.

The board opined there is no limitation to teaching however, this is not within the scope of the LNA as the activity is not within the educational preparation of the LNA and does not meet the intent of Nur 404(Delegation). The licensed nurse cannot delegate care of an unstable patient to. The board further states they do not recommend as part of a safe nursing practice.

The board opines this is not within licensed nurse scope of practice.

Yes, the board opines this is within the scope of the licensed nurse provided they have the competencies and facility policies support the practice.
