3. Can RNFA suture over vessel using robotic surgical program? RNFA can suture over vessels provided RNFA has competency in robotic suturing. P & E questions competency plans established at facility to assure safety.

4. Can RNFA certified by Guident perform radial artery harvesting? P & E had questions for RNFA and is concerned for patient safety.
