Question: Is it within scope of RN practice to start IV in external jugular vein with appropriate training?

Question: Is it within RN scope of practice to draw a therapeutic phlebotomy from venous access device for treatment of hemochromatosis? P & E opined that this off-label use is not within RN scope of practice.

Question: Is it within LPN scope of practice to access and de-access an implanted port? P & E opined it is within LPN scope of practice provided the nurse has appropriate competencies and facility policies support practice.
