Reviewed and discussed email received from Rep. Joan Schulz regarding bill that would give social workers at DHHS right to assess patients being placed in nursing home setting. She refused to sign on bill because she does not believe a social worker has assessment skills of a nurse. Rep. Schultz requested statement from Board on this issue.

Board is concerned that social workers do not have educational preparation for decision-making of physical and mental impairment assessments required for nursing home placement determinations. Board is also concerned that this action is being taken due to DHHS recruitment problems related to poor wage scales for nurses.

MW, CN and NB attended graduation of 43 Holden/St. Joseph teach-out students. Students and faculty were very appreciative to NH BON for facilitating this graduation.
