Ixempra (ixabepilone); For the treatment of breast cancer

	Reviewed and discussed:

Removed ephedrine injection from discussion and keep as is. Discussed AAP guidelines for other listed amphetamine-type stimulants

Dr. D’Hemecourt, ophthalmologist addressed the committee and recommended ophthalmology consult with certain ophthalmic medications, especially those related to glaucoma care, but supported unrestricted use of other agents. 

Committee categorized listed drugs in the following categories: Parkinson (to include RLS drugs) and Psychological drugs. The committee reviewed Amphetamine and mixed salts above and removed from this discussion. Lanoprost is removed from discussion and will be place on the next meeting agenda. Letrozole will read, “For consultation in Hem-Onc ARNP use only and otherwise restricted.”

Psychological drugs include:

Aripiprazole, benztropine, biperiden, carbamazepine, clozapine, lithium, olanzapine, paliperidone,procyclidine, quetiapine.

Parkinson and RLS drugs include: 

Bromocriptine, carbiodopa, carbidopa/levodopa, entacapone,levodopa, pergolide, pramipexole.

Other drugs removed from the exclusionary formulary:

Rotigotine, selegiline, thioridazine, trihexyphenidyl, valproate, valproic acid, 

ziprasidone

Reviewed and discussed this self-administrated medication. Safety devices include the inability to adjust dials and protocol-driven procedures (Advanced Life Support Protocol).
	Motion: GS/JB Unrestrict amphetamine and mixed salts, dextroamphetamine, lisdexamphetamine dimesylate, methylphenidate. Unanimous. Motion passes.

Motion:GS/MS  Unanimous: The following medications:

1.   Unrestrict diclofenac sodium ophthalmic, flurbiprofen ophthalmic, levocabastine ophthalmic, and 

2. Delete alatrofloxacin, and 

3. Restrict dorzolamide ophthalmic, latanoprost with 90-day comment period, and 

4. Approve tropicamide ophthalmic for use in an institutional setting.
