Comprehensive Shoreland Protection Act (3 Bills)

RSA 483-B [SB 451]

This bill makes a variety of changes to the CSPA—mainly to clarify the original intent of the statute.  

RSA 483-B [SB 452]

Provides for mandatory action by the Department of Environmental Services to fine individuals who violate the CSPA.  The bill also provides for doubling the fine limit for “repeat offenders.”

RSA 483-B [SB 453]

This bill eliminates municipal discretion in setting the primary building setback line less than the state standard.  Although the law grandfathers those municipalities that locally enforce the CSPA and that established a primary building setback line less than 50 feet from shoreline prior to January 1, 2002, there will be no longer be such flexibility for other communities.  The state’s minimum primary building setback line is now absolute.
