LEASE of 75 feet of frontage on Lake Winnipesaukee

The Long Range Capital Planning and Utilization Committee voted on October 11, 2006 to grant the Woodaman’s the railroad lease.  However, as part of that motion, the Committee stated if the Attorney General’s office confirms the Woodaman’s claim to the land rights, the case will be closed and not require a lease. 

July 12, 2006 Discussion: Mr. Drew, DES, began the discussion by stating that Mr. Woodaman’s application to the DES was approved on June 30, 2006, file # 2006-761.  A response from the Attorney General’s Office to CORD’s request for legal analysis of the Woodaman deed has not yet been received.  Mr. Barker, DOT, voiced his concern about safe crossing over the rail line and stated that RSA 373:1 dictates that the State must grant Mr. Woodaman a crossing.  Mr. Carpenter noted that Mr. Woodaman’s deed provides a right to cross the rail line.  Mr. Barker noted that a dock belonging to Mr. Woodaman exists.

July 12, 2006 Action: This item remained on the table from the April 6, 2006 meeting pending more information from the Attorney General’s office regarding overlapping authority.  Chairman Ignatius will contact the Attorney General’s Office for a response.  A final opinion will be offered following CORD’s review of the Attorney General’s findings.

October 5, 2006 Discussion:  Chairman Ignatius noted a response from the Attorney General’s Office to CORD’s request for legal analysis of the Woodaman deed has not yet been received.

Request to enter into a 20-year lease with the New England Handicapped Sports Association at Mount Sunapee State Park

The Department of Resources and Economic Development (DRED) proposes to enter into a 20-year lease renewable for two additional ten-year terms with the New England Handicapped Sports Association (NEHSA) at Mount Sunapee State Park.  DRED has a long-standing and valued partnership with NEHSA and supports its mission to encourage positive attitudes, social opportunities and personal growth for individuals with disabilities through the participation in outdoor sports and recreation.  Since 1972, NEHSA has offered adaptive alpine ski programs to people with physical and developmental disabilities at this location through a series of three-year leases with DRED.  NEHSA will continue to operate out of the existing facility, but is also proposing to relocate and construct a larger facility closer to the beginner ski trails.  This lease agreement will allow NEHSA to continue operations in the existing facility and cover the transition to the new facility.
