In accordance with your request, I have prepared, and am submitting herewith, an appraisal
of a warehouse/office building on a .55-acre lot -acre owned by the State of New Hampshire. .
The property is situated at 5 Langdon Street, Concord, New Hampshire. This appraisal provides

an estimate of the market value herein defined of the fee simple interest in the subject property.

The subject site is contaminated as a result of a spill in 1992. I spoke to Mr. Bronislav
Karnauk (271-7373) from the DES who is head of the project. He stated that all soils that
can be removed have been and the course of action now is to monitor wells on the property.

He also stated that this action is reimbursed by the state.

Mr. Tim Anderws (224-4182) from Nobis Engineering is head of the monitoring
program. He stated that the site is not a high profile site and they have filed a course of
action with the DES which is basically monitoring the wells and that has been approved.

There were reports that there was possible asbestos contamination in the building. 1
contacted Mr. Steve McPhersaon (228-3610) of the Scott Lawson Group Ltd. He stated
that his firm had conducted samplings throughout the building on dust particles The test

were negative. I can not find any evidence of asbestos contamination.

The property has a land lease with the Boston & Maine Railroad in which the
property owner is responsible for all taxes. A copy of the land lease in the addenda of the
report.

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I have made a careful and thorough analysis of the property, the details of which are
enclosed herewith. In consideration of the facts and opinions contained herein, it is my opinion

that the market value of the subject property as of December 22, 2006 is $332,000
