In no case is the Town required to dollect fines or assessments for
the Union beyond regular dues/representatjve fee.

3.3 ltis recognized that the negotiations for ang administration of this
agreement entails expenses that appropriajely should be sharad by all
employees who are beneficiaries of this agreement. To that end, if an
employee in the bargaining unit does not joLin, nor continue membership in
the Union, such employee shall, as a condition of employment by the
Town execute an authorization for the deduction of a “representative fee”
